The Baltimore Sun’s entiiusiastic cam-
palgn in favor of the election of United
States Senators by a direct vote of the
people, is very popular at first thought,
but there are strong arguments and
graye objections to the plan, all of
which will come out in due time. The
Cecil Demccrat publishes a strong edi-
torial in its last issue in opposition to
the Sun’s scheme. After showing the
wisdom of the fathers in making the
State legislatures the custodians of the
Senatorial electiye privikege, Mr. Ash
84ys :

‘“Can we say in this day of graft that
the average vyoter is less susceptible to
venal influences than those chosen by
him as legislative representatives? If
Senators had been elected by the people
Addicks would long ago have occupied
the seat be so greatly covets and for
which he has spent an enormous for-
tune without avail,

**‘And as to this plan proposed by the
Sun, which seeks to evade the Constitu-
tional provision without violating it—
in what does it merit endorsement?
Nearly every objection noted above ap-
