PACKERS ARE HOPEFUL.

' D sappointed in spring crops on ac
count of late frosts and the long drouth,

the Baltimore packing establisbments,
which compos: one of the leading In-
dustries of the c¢ity, are pinning all
their hopes ¢f a successful season on
the prospects of gcod tomato and peach
crops this sumunier.

If the present promising indications
pan out, 1t will mean thousand of dol-
larg in the pockets of the farmers of the
'State and many dollgrs for the local
' packers and their force of workers.
| There will be prosperity in the thous-
ands of Baltimore homes where part of
' the support comes from money earned
in the packing honses.

At presentihere are about 10,00) men,
and chiidren working in the
canning factories, and if the peach and
tomato crops measure up to the predict-
ions the growers are maging, the force
will be doubled or run up to 15,000 at
least. Then there wiil be a rush forthe
canmakers, lJabel-makers and boxmakers
and the wharves will swarm with scores
of workmen unioading the vesseis from
the counties.

For the consumer 1t will mean that
prices for canned goods next winter will
be cheaper. The paciers will gobbleup
so much of the output thas prices for
the fresh goods are not hke!y to drop
much below the usual price.

Tomatoes will be late, but if the
weather remains normal the farmers
hope to gather a fuli crop before the
frost comes to blight them.

It happene that tomatoes and peaches
come about the same time. During
August, September and part of October,
if the warm weather remains, the local
packing houses will get a-going fall
blast.
