It
seems that this white man, Charles
Wright, upon breaking jail in George-
town, came to Kent last summer and
hired with Hon. Thomas J. Shalleross
and while there in company with several
colored men named below did consider-
able thieving. - |

Sunday morning in the midst of the
big snow-storm Sheriff Medders and
officer Giill went up the county and ar-
rested Romie Robinson and wife, Dora,
who live in Mr. James Hurtt’s house,
near Locust Grove, Gus.
