WIPED OUT DEBT OF 30 YEARS.

Rev. G. Q. Bacchus Will Enjoy The Burn-
ing of Church Mortgage.

B

In the three years Rev. G. Q. Bacchus
has been pastor of Broadway Methodist
Prot. Church he has succeeded in wip-
ing out the last of a debt that has hung
over the church for more than 30 years.
I'he burning of the mortgage Sunday
will mark the final completion of the
task.

When the church was built, 48 years
ago, by Rev. Jesse Shreeve there was left
a debt of about $10,000 on the property
and ground. Of this original sum $4.000
still hung as a burden on the congregation
when Rev. Mr. Bacchus took charge. He
set 1o work to clear it off, and has been
persistently working for that purpose all
the time. He had the sum divided up
in shares and then set the young people,
as well as the older ones, to selling them.
They got enthusiastic about the work,
and Rev. Mr. Bacchus kept their en-
thusiasm up throughout the campailgn,
At the same time he continued to get in
new members, who joined in the work.

There are now 150 adult members and
000 children in the Sunday School. Ata
revival recently held 18 new members
were brought into the flock. The debt-
raising campaign did not prevent the
congregation from buying a new pipe
organ at a cost of $700 and spending $400
for heating apparatus and other im-
provements.

Rev. Mr. Bacchus came from Chester-
town, where the Methodist Protestant
Church is particularly strong. He was
educated at Washington College, Ches-
tertown, and taught school until 1874,
when he decided to enter the ministry.

Pa., and his next at Belair, Md.
Then he was sent to Laurel, Delaware,

do. In the revivals which he conducted
there he made about 100 conversions and
added 90 to the membership of this
church. After three years at Laurel he
was sent to Crisfield. There he com-
pleted the parsonage and saw the con-
gregation grow.

His next appointment was to First
Church, Waghington. He found the
congregation in debt $1,950. Besides
adding to the number of members, he
also wiped out that debt. At Lynch-
burg, Va., where he was next sent, he
found a debt of $4,000 standing, and in
four years he wiped that out. From
there he was sent to Broadway.

Rev. Mr. Bacchus keeps close to his
members by showing interest in their af-
fairs. In his sermons he aims to give
them a message that will make them
feel a desire to be better. By his soeci-
ability he wins friends and gets assist-
ance in all his plans for paying debts or
Increasing the membership.—Sun.
