Connecticut’s million dollar peach erop
will be a total failure this year according
to an announcement made here to-day
by J. H. Hale, the largest grower in Con.-
necticutt who also owns
(ieorgia and Delaware.

Hundreds of buds have been examined
by Mr. Hale from his orchards in Clasto-
bury and everyone is dead. The mild
weather of last November is said to have
swelled the buds and the extreme cold
that followed killed every vestige of
erowth. IFor several weeks the veteran
Connecticut grower has been experi-
menting with slips from his trees trying
to start the buds by keeping them in
water in the hot house. Not a bud has
developed, showing that the crop is a
total loss.
