| up to this time the erop 1s thought to be
safe.

Mr. James S, Harris, an authority on
fruit, was seen by the NEws man Wed-
nesday, and gives as his opinion that
| the crop is unhurt.

Capt. Edw. W. Emory thinks the cold
weather has been especially trying on
plums and apricots but that the peaches
were not far enough advanced to be

hurt.

Messrs. James H. Baker, Alfred C.
Loud, Richard Groves, Capt. Daniel Hill,
Joseph R. Usilton and others in town
this week spoke encouragingly of the
outlook for fruit.

D. M. Wertz, an extensive grower in
the MontAlto peach belt,wentall through
his orchards and reports that he did not
find a single peach bud that was not
blighted in one orchard of 20 acres. In
several other orchards owned by him
only part of the buds were damaged. In
the Midvale belt the freeze was of the
most hlighting character. In Aaron
Newcomer’s orchards the buds are nearly
all destroyed.

W. D. Hughes, of the Kennedysville
belt, after inspeeting -the peach trees,
stated that he found many buds that
escaped damage, especially in orchards
on high ground.. In the mountain belt
above Smithsburg the buds also suffered
very little.
