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A Gifted Pulpit Orator.

“‘Literary Artist.”’

Rev. Dr. Francis T. Little, is one of
the best known and one of the most
popular preachers in Baltimore. His
sermons are philosophieal compositions, |
and his power as an orator has won
from his fellow-ministers the title of
“Iiterary artist,” for few men excel him
in beauty and elegance of word painting.

Gifted In an unusual degree, with a
noble, dignified bearing, he adds much
to his acquired talents by his pulpit de-
livery. His voice is deep and mellow,
under perfect control, at times striking
like a thunder-bolt and compelling obed
ience to his words ; again plaintive and
persuasive, attracting by an irresistible
force.

As a pastor Dr. Little is likewise sue-
cessful. His straightforward manliness
opens the hearts of his people, and his
unmistakable sincerity (for he practices
what he preaches) gives him a eclear
pathway to those whom he would bring
under the influence of the echurech. In
revival meetings, through his efforts,
many unconverted persons have pro-
fessed religion.

He 1s a great favorite with echildren,
and in the Sunday-sehool the younger
folks listen attentively to his words. He
18 master of the art of adapting himself
to conditions, his talks being as muech
appreciated in Sunday school circles as
are his addresses on more formal occas-
ions. Although he usually occupies an
hour in the pulpit, time passes rapidly
under the personal magnetism of the
speaker.

Dr. Little was born in Baltimore and
was educated in the publie schools and
the City College. In 1871 he was ap-
pointed by the president to Dorchester
Circuit, the only charge he has had
where he was junior pastor. He has en-

longest pastorate in his conference, be-
ing stationed at Starr Church, Baltimore,
from 1889 to 1902, and has preached in
all of the pulpits of the conference dis-
triet.

For 12 years he was secretary and
treasurer of the Baltimore Book Diree-
tory and secretary of the Board of Publi-
cation, composed of the joint directors
of Baltimore and Pittsburg. He has
been trustee of Western Maryland Col-
lege, an 1nstitution of the Methodist !
Protestant Church, since 1896. He is at
present a director of the Maryland Bible
Soclety and a vice-president ofthe Mary-
land Traet Society.

In 1901 the University of Kansas con-
ferred on him the degree of doctor of di-
vinity.—Baltimore Sun.
