TOWN COMMISSIONERS.
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MESSRS. EDITORS:—

Will you kindly permit me to say a few words

in answer to Mr.Hope Barroll's eriticism in refer-
missioners acting as clerk. To treat this fallacy

my many friends to think that I admitted his
contention. Mr. Barroll's standing in this com-
munity as a lawyer would ordinarily lend
credence to any legal opinion he might give, and
if this opinion was the honest judgement of the
lawyer, and not the sinister eruption of a
shrewd politician, it might have some weight.
In the first place, the clerkship is not an issue in
this election. It doesn’t necessarily follw by
any means, that because 1 may happen to be
elected Town Commissioner,the board will again
appoint me their clerk ; though I am frank to
admit that. should they see proper todoso, I am
not unwilling to serve them.,

The first time 1 was appointed clerk was in
December 1904 to fill the unexpired term of Mr.
Willard Melvin, who resigned his position on
account of sickness. Col. Vannort and Mr.
Hirons, then members of the board, asked me
if 1 would serve as clerk. I hesitated to accept
until 1 could consult the Board's Attorney,
Marion dek. Smith, Esq., to ascertain if there
was any legal obstacle. Afterlooking up the law
Mr. Smith told me there was no reason in the
world why I should not serve. I was then elect-
ed by the votes of Col. Vannort and Mr. Hirons.
I was again elected the following May, by the
votes of Mr. Hirons and Mr. Carroll,and last May
was elected for the second time by the votes of
Mr. Carroll and Mr, Lofland.

Isn’t it just a little strange that after two
and a half years of my incumbency, it has just
been discovered that a member of the board
of commissioners can’'t act as clerk. Isn't it
just a little more singular that of all the distin-
guished lawyers of the Kent bar, Mr. Barroll is
the only one who could find an imaginary dis-
qualification, and strangest of all, or at least a
startling coincidence can be seen, in the fact
that Mr. Barroll reached this conclusion while
trying to compass my defeat ! SRS

It has been said that the devil can quote
scripture to suit his purpose ; this being true, it
is not very difficult for a lawyer to find some
rhapsodical law to suit his purpose. Mr. Barroll
admits that he could find no law in Maryland
bearing upon this subject, but claims to have
found something ‘in Michigan, Indiana and
Oregon. If it were not presuming too much
upon your kindness and taking too much of
your valuable space I would like to quote these
cases to show how little relevancy they have to
the point in question. Mr. Barroll’s contention
1S **upon grounds of public policy, that when the
collective body is invested with the power of
appointment, and is required to supervise the
wCeio™ Ot 1ts appointee, such appointee should
not be a meniver ot the body so invested with
the power of appolinow. 7’

Let me respectfully ask Mr. ‘Bairc!l! why he
failed to see this anomaly when he assisted” as a
member of the Board of Directors of the Second
National Bank in the appointment of another
member of the same board as Cashier, viz., Mr.
W. Bradford Copper. Mr. Copper is and was at
the time of his appointment a member of the
body *“‘invested with the power of appointment’’
and is required as a member of the board of di-
rectors to supervise the action of the appointee
himself, and as a member of said board is re-
quired to pass upon his own accounts. The two
cases are exactly alike except in degree, where
the clerk to the board of commissioners is the
custodian of perhaps $5000.00 the cashier of the
Second National Bank is the custodian of more
than $500,000.00.

I mention this case simply because it is an
ideal one for comparison, and not because I.like
Mr. Barroll, have any idea that Mr. Copper’s ap-
pointment was illegal; and lest T may be ac-
cused of doing Mr. Copper an injustice in bring-
ing his name into this controversy, I want to
say, right here, that I regard him as a gentle-
man of sterling integrity, eminently equipped
for the responsible position he so ably fills, and
a credit to the institutiou he so loyally serves.
Let me cite another case of similar character to
prove Mr. Barroll’'s sophistry. Mr. E. M. For-

man isat present a member of the Board of Com-
missioners of Centreville, and at the same time

1s clerk to the Board, and is receiving for his

services just double the amount of salary that

the clerk in Chestertown receives.

One more case and I am done. Prior to the
enactment of the Treasurer law for Queen
Anne’s County, the Board of County Commis-

sioners of that county annually elected one of

their members Treasurer, and he was expected
to receive and disburse more than $100,000.00
every year. '1his practice prevailed for years,
until the law was changed, making the Treas-
urer’s office an elective one. The Commissioners
of Chestertown have at intervals, for the past
fifty years or more elected one of their members
clerk, and never, until now., has the customs
been assailed. I could cite precedents ad infin-
itum if time and space would allow. I have
consulted every lawyer at the bar with reference
to the legality of such an appointment, and with
an equanimity unprecedented, they all agree.ex-
cept Mr. Barroll, that thereis nothing in the law
that even implies that the Commissioners should
not appoint one of their number clerk, should
they see proper to do so. Mr. Barroll is a jolly
good fellow, and a lawyer of unquestioned intel-
lectual capacity ; and when his legal opinions
are sought, and paid for, they are usually sound;
but when they become gratuitous, for newspaper
purposes, especially on the eve of an election,
they assume a transparency so thin that even
the most obtuse voter has no difficulty in dis-
cerning his purpose. The highest Court of Ap-
peals in this fair land of ours is the ‘“‘People,”
and to this Court of reason, justice and equity 1
appeal from Mr. Barroll's decision.
