BALTIMORE CITY!

MAHOOL GETS 4,454 MAJORITY,
NUMSEN 8,615 MAJORITY AND
HOOPER 4,800 MAJORITY

Democrats Get 17 Members of the
First Branch City Council and
Republicans 7—Second Branch, 3
Democrats and 1 Republican.

The decisive victory of the Democratic
forces in Baltimore on Tuesday 18 good
news indeed. It was a clean cut, fair
and square fight and the best men won.

The result of the election was to put
the control of the municipal government
for the next four years completely in the
hands of the Democratic party through
the election of its candidates for Mayor,
President of the Second Branch City

Council and Comptroller, together with
a majority in both branches of the
Couneil.

Although this is in the nature of a

sweeping victory, earrying with it all the
substantial fruits of a big party triumph,
the overwhelming confidence of the
| Democratie leaders and party men gener-
ally, based upon the harmonious condi-
tion of their forces and the excellence of
their ticket, was such that the majority |
for the Mayoralty candidate surprised|
them by its ecomparative smallness.

When the polls closed at 5 o’clock the

most conservative estimate of Mr. Ma-
hool’s plurality made at Democratic

headquarters was 7,000, and the figures

ranged from this up to the 20,000 named
by ex-Gov. Frank Brown.
when the first returns began to filter in
there was considerable disappointment,

Accordingly,

Toward 10 o’clock more complete fig-

ures showed that, while the expectations
of a landslide would not be realized, the
whole ticket had received unmistakably
the approval of the people and that
Mayor-elect Mahool would go into office
with no cloud upon his title and with the

assurance that his majority was suffi-
ciently large to show clearly that he was
the choice of the voters for Mayor.

One thing that upset the caleulations

of those who expected a recordbreaking
majority was the failure of the total vote
to measure up to their e§pectations.
has been thought that be

vigor and strenuosity of the primaries
and the lively nature of the general cam-
paigm public interest was sufliciently

cause of the

aroused to produce a great outpouring
of the voters on election day. The at-
the activ-
ity of heretofore lukewarm voters also
tended to indicate a heavy vote,but not-
withstanding these signs the total num-
ber of ballots cast was only slightly in ex-
cess of that cast in the McLane-Wachter
election of four years ago. It is likely
that a good many Democrats did not go
to the polls because they thought it was
not necessary and that many votes were
lost through over-confidence and indifi-
erence. |

Still, when the vote is analyzed and
compared to that of four yvears ago, when
the Democratic Mayoralty candidate
barely pulled through.by a few hundred
majority and the candidates for Comp-
troller and President of the Second
Branch went down in defeat, it will be
realized that a signal vietory has been
won and the real service which Governor
Brown rendered the party in bringing it
together behind the Mahool-Numsen-
Hooper ticket can be gauged.

Great Run By Mr. Numsen.

The surprise of the day was the won-
derful run made by Mr. George N. Num-
sen, who is known very well in Kent
having run the cannery at Chestertown
for several years. That Mr. Numsen
would be ahead of the remainder of the
ticket had been predicted by some of his
warm friends and admirers who were
anxious to have him nominated as the
candidate for Mayor, but that he would
run as far ahead as he did was not ex-
pected by even his most enthusiastie
advocates.

Two things, it is believed, contributed
to the showing he made. One of these
was the popularity and personal strength
of Mr. Numsen himself, created by his
good public record and high character.

| The other was the weakness of Mr, Tat-

tersall, his Rupublican opponent, Mr.
Tattersall, it will be remembered, was
the Wachter candidate for President of
the Second Branch in the primaries.
He was defeated, but later listened to
the siren voices of the organization lead-
ers and agreed to go upon their ticket
with Timanus.

The result of the Councilmanic elec-
tions seems to show that except in two
wards the recommendations of the
Muniecipal League were without special
effect. In the Eleventh ward the league
opposed Mr. T. Rowland Slingluff’ be-
cause he is employed by the United
Railways Company. This is normally a
Democratic ward and has been carried
by both Mr. George Stewart Brown and
Mr. Duke Bond by large majorities. Mr.
Slingluff made a vigorous fight, but the
attacks upon him lost him enough votes
to bring about his defeat.
