| AGRICULTURAL OBJECT LESSON.

Satin Again In Favor For Wedding Gowns
—Light-Weight Materials—The Princess
Style In Predominance—Trains—Veils—

In a recent address James J. Hill, |
president of the Great Northern railroad,

‘‘skilled both in the theory and the
| practice of modern farming.”” By ob-
| servation of the workings of such a
model farm the farmer would be bene-
fited vastly more than were the same
data furnished in book or pamphlet.
In view of Mr. Hill’s breadth of view,
sound sense and intimate acquaintance
with agricultural conditions which pre- |

suggestions would seem to be entitled to
