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SALISBURY DRUGGISTS
MAY DISPENSE WHISKEY ?

Local Option Law Provides That Alcohol
and Other Intoxicants May Be Sold
ol Physicians Prescription in
Salisbury District.

Over two years ago when the vote was
taken on the liquor question in Salisbury
distriet and was decided in favor of local
option, 1t was thought that under the
law, the sale of intoxicants had been
prohibited, and that with the closing of
the saloons, and a law which prohibited
druggists from dispensing liquor, the
evil had been entirely disposed of as far
as the sale of intoxicants was coneerned.
This has been the general belief since the
vote was taken, and believing that it
would be unlawful to dispense liquor or
ograin aleohol, even with a Government
license, the druggists of this city have
been unable to supply either whiskey or
grain alecohol when ordered by a physician
for medical purposes.

With the druggists and the people in
the belief that the sale of liquor was un-
lawful, a bottle of Duffy’s Malt Whiskey,
which appeared in the show window of
Toulson’s drug store during the week
was the cause of considerable comment.
Mr. Toulson’s attention was called to the
fact, and he was told that he would vio-
late the law by selling Duffy’s Malt,
which 1s nothing more or less than a
pure corn whiskey, in a local option
district. Mr. Toulson replied that he
had secured a Government license for
which he paid $25 which gave him the
privilege of dispensing whiskey or grain
alecohol upon the written presecription of
a licensed physician. Of course a dis-
cussion followed in which it was brought
out that before securing the Government
license, Mr. Toulson had secured legal
advice to the effect that under the law as
1t now stands in Salisbury, Tyaskin and
Delmar distriets, a retail druggist, who

holds a (Government license, may dis-*

pense whiskey or grain aleohol upon the

prescription of a physician, provided the |

full name of the person for whom the
IRtoxicant 1s preseribed is written on the
prescription. These preseriptions must
be pasted in a book by the druggist and
at the written request of any five citizens
of the district in which the liquoris sold,
the books must be opened for public in
spection.

It 18 thought thatthis is a serious flaw
in the law controlling the sale of liquor
in these distriets, and itis quite probable
that steps will be taken at once to correct
what 1s looked upon by the public as a
gross oversight in the local option law as
1t stands at the present time.—Salisbury
Courier.
