OLD TRUMPINGTON MANOR
AND THE SMYTHS OF KENI

An Estate Held By One Family For
Two and A Quarter Centuries

Situated in the Southern part of Kent

| county and occupying a peninsula be-

tween the Chesapeake bay and the
Chester river is old Trumpington Manor,
the Colonial home of the Smyth family.

This property has been in the Smyth
family for more than two and a quarter
centuries, and i*s present owners are
lineal descendants of the flrst Thomas
Smiyth, who lived and died here, though
they bear another name.

Tradition claims this to have have been
the first place trodden by the white man
in Kent, which, excepting St. Mary’s, 18
the oldest county in the State, having
been organized in 1650.

The house, a massive briek structure,

|is still in a fine state of preservation; the

rooms are large and beautifully wainscot-
ed. the doors massive and many-paneled,

the windows deepset and the panes|

small.

The garden of Colonial times has been |

replaced by a more modern one. The old
garden lay in front of the green yard
which faced the house and extended
down the slope toward the bay. It was

laid out in squares in the old English |

fashion, and those were edged with
shrubbery;the pomegranate, rose, honey-
suckle and lilac, (both white and purple)
being found 1 wild luxuriance. In
places these met over the walks and
formed arbors. The upper squares were
orass plots, but the lower ones were used
for vegetables.

During the Revolution.

The house, clustered round with many
trees, was never allowed to be white-
washed or painted during the Revolution-
ary period, for either would have madet

conspicuous and easily seen by the|]

British as they passed up and down the

| bay.

All of the fine old Lombardy poplars
have long since passed away, but some of
the other trees still remain as landmarks.

The kitchen fireplace was an 1mmense
affair and logs from the woods needed no
second cutting, but when placed in the
fireplace always left ample room at either
end for the negro children to sit among
the ashes on a cold winter night and
keep warm.

The cooking was done before this great
fireplace, and the old colored mammy,
with bright-turbaned head. who presided
over this realm looked with just pride
upon the well-browned fowls and meats
which so often hung upon the ancient
spit and which her deft hands knew 80
well how to turn and baste at just the
proper moment to insure the most
savory dish. The baking was always
done in Duteh ovens, and the boiling in
pots hung from the several cranes.

The servants were many and their

- quarters commodious and comfortable.

The plantation produced flax, cotton
and wool in sufficient quantities toisup-
ply the needs of the family and servants,
but the former imported from England
most of their clothing.

The old spinning wheels were kept for
many years after they ceased to be used,
and now have passed as heirlooms to
members of the family. Muech tobacco
was raised here, too.

The O0ld Windmill.

The old windmill- was on a bluff over-
looking the broad Chesapeake, and here

was ground the wheat and corn used on |

the plantation, as well as that of many of
the neighbors. .

Here also would be gathered the young
folks for a frolic, and many were the ap-
ples and chestnuts roasted within its
walls, to say nothing of the corn that
they popped.

The family graveyard lies just to the
east of the house, and here lie buried all
of the old Smyths, also many of their
