Andrew W. Woodall, who 18 living at
Georgetown, has filed a Bill in Equity
against James E. Woodall, James k. M.
Woodall and the other heirs of the late
Andrew Woodall through his
attorneys, Messrs. Heuisler and Sauer-
wein, asking that certain deeds excuted
by Captain Woodall in his life time shall
be annulled and set aside.

The bill of complaint alleges that Cap-
tain Woodall was engaged in the mer-
cantile business for a long time prior to
his death at Georgetown, and employed
the services of his son, James E. Wood-
all, and his son-in-law, James F. M.
Woodall; that in the conduct of the
business Captain Woodall was necessarily
brought into daily contact with James
E. Woodall and James F. M. Woodall,
who in course of time came to exercise
an unusual and extraordinary influence
and domination over the will of the said
Captain Andrew Woodall, and to control
in a large measure his actions and con-
duet, that for a number of years prior to
his death, Capt. Woodall was weak 1n
body and mind and physically and men-
tally incompetent of caring for his ordi-
nary business interests, or excuting a
valid deed or contract, or of knowing the
natural objects of his bounty, or of pro-
viding in an intelligent manner therefor,
and while in this weak and 1mpaired
mental and physical condition, and
while he was under the domination and
control of the said James E. Woodall and
James F. M. Woodall, that the latter did,
without the knowledge and direction of
Capt. Andrew Woodall, take from the
custody and possession and control of
the said Captain Woodall a deed which
had been made by him 1n 1898 convey-
ing to James E. Woodall ‘“‘Colchester
Farm’ adjoining the village of George-
town, containing 544 acres and then and
there delivered the same to James L.
