Special Delivery Stamps Unnecessary.—
A very important and beneficial law 1n
relation to special delivery letters, en
acted at the recent session of Congress, l
became operative last Monday, July 1st.
Heretofore, in order to secure the privi-
lege of special delivery, 1t was necessary
to attach to the mail package a special
delivery stamp. Frequently persons
were put to trouble and delay by lack of
possession of the special delivery stamp, |
even when they had plenty of stamps of |
the ordinary variety. Under the new
law, special delivery stamps, although
they may be used as heretofore. are no

longer necessary. Ten cents’ worth of
the ordinary stamps, in addition to the
regular postage, will do as well. All that
is necessary to be done 1s to attach these | :
