TuE trade relation between the Eastern
Shore and Baltimore is oceupying con-
siderable attention at present. There 18
one important matter which the NEws
would like to bring to the attention of
Baltimore merchants. This is the mat-
ter and manner of grading thegrain sent
there from this eounty and section. The
number of grades, arbitrarily established
can and does result in lowering the
prices for our grain, resulting in great
loss of both cash and confidence. This |
experience is common to a large major-
ity of our farmers. Many have long ago
ceased to send a bushel of grain to Bal-
timore.

Even the grainbuyers at railroad sta-
tions, with their experience and knowl-
edge of grain, have no means of knowing
what any given sample of grain will bring,
as the grades are not fixed or established.
This fact of course, deters liberal bidding,
as the quotations in daily papers have no
meaning in relation to our produect. At
least, this is the common experience.

We feel, therefore, as Baltimore is dis- |
ecriminating against the Eastern Shore,
we must look elsewhere for justice, even
at the sacrifice of State pride and pret-
erence.
