HAVING TROUBLE UNLOADING.

Many Captains of the Chesapeake Bay
grain fleet, who have been arriving in
large numbers for the last few days, are
complaining bitterly of the delays in

Baltimore caused by only one elevator

working which,they claim, compels them
to discharge their cargoes. Itiseclaimed
that a number of grain vessels have been
in port over a week waiting for their
turns to discharge.

The masters of these craft say that the
privileges shown power barges and steam-
ers, which have unloaded as soon as
they arrive, is unjust diserimination,
and that these vessels come and go with-
out any interruption whatever, while the
sailing vessels have to ‘lay at anchor,
making warehouses of their vessels,
while the bay steamersand power barges
have the right of way at the elevator.
The master of one vessel stated that he

FARMING NOTES"

Mr. James H. Bramble, on Fairlee
farm, had 200 acres in wheat from which
he harvested 5,000 bushels. This is one
of the finest yields in Kent when the
large acreage is considered.

Judge John C. Motter filed an opinion
in the clerk’s office at Frederick in the
injunction case of James A. August
against JohuT. Best, in which the injune-
tion preventing the defendant from re-
moving a quantity of straw from the
premises of the plaintiff is made perma-
nent. The Court ruled that there is a
general custom prevailing among farmers
that when a tenant leaves a farm he
does not remove any straw from his
crop from the premises, this custom
holding good, whether the farm is rented
upon shares or by money rent. The
Court also held that straw can only he
remc;ved when so stipulated in the agree-
ment.

The E. Thomas Massey farm, tenanted
by Mr. James A. Donahoe, produced 30
bushels of wheat to the aere. The
bearded wheat produced a large quantity
of straw but Curl’s Prolifle proved to be
the best producer of wheat. Mr. Massey
owns a fine rig and superintends his
threshing.
