FOREST RESOURCES OF KENT.

In pursuance of the general policy of
the State to develop and increase as far
as possible, the natural resources of the
counties, Mr. F. W. Besley, the State
Forester, of Baltimore, with an assistan
Mr. Ridgway, is studying our forest re
sources and preparing a map showing
the location and kind of growth on each
The first
map and report for the county will be
published and should be of interest not
only to all users of timber in the county
but also to all owners of woodland, since
it will deal with local forest problems and
suggest plans of management suitable

| for the different kinds of forest growth.

The study so far has shown that only
a very small per cent. of the land of this
county is in woodlands and this empha-
the importance of careful manage-
ment to make the supply go as far as
possibie.

The soil is well adapted for growing
timber as attested by some fine stands |
in different parts of the county. Bloek
locust and chestnut, two of our most
valuable species of trees, grow splendidly
here gnd with the increasing demand for
fence posts, poles, rail road ties, &e.,
there is no reason why it would not be a
profitable investment to encourage the
growth of some of the locust and chest-

| nut thickets almost started by judicious

thinning or even to plant them ‘as one

wich promise of stieeess.

Mr. Besley will be irlad to assist owners
of woodlands throughout the State in de-
