The department always had a prelimi-
nary investigation made of questions as
to obstruetions to navigations in naviga-
ble rivers. On the request of the com-
mittee and associations asking for the
widening of the draw of the Chestertown
bridge, a preliminary investigation was
started by asking Colonel Hoxie to ex-
amine the complaint and make a report
tothe department. Until Colonel Hoxie
reports, the department can do nothing.
When he does report, the matter will
| come before the Secretary, and if he sees
fit he will order a formal Investigation
| or examination, and, according to law,
| will order that a public hearing be héld
after ‘‘reasonable’’ notice has been given
both sides to appear and state their
reasons for desiring or opposing the
asked-for change.

In this case the Secretary of War will
instruet Colonel Hoxie to advertise the
date of this public hearing and invite
both sides to appear at the meeting for
argument. All others interested in the
proposed widening of the draw will be
allowed to appear and be heard on the
question if they desire. The entire testi-

| mony is taken and included in the report

to the Seeretary, who, after considering
1t, will give his decision.
