State Building—Reproduction of Charles Carroll’s Fa-
mous Home Is Maryland’s Edifice at the Fair.

Rich Collection of Historical Paintings and
Photographs Attractively Displayed.

There Is such a wea_lth of local and
historical interest in this building that
it leaves one undecided as to what to

ilescribe. The house furnishings are
in perfect keeping with its style of
architecture, and there is an agreeable
absence of anything glaring or bizarre.
The stenciled curtains and hangings
are all the work of Baltimore women,
and numerous creditable specimens of
their handiwork are in a cabinet in the
hall. Over the two broad mantels in
lie reception hall hangs the Maryland
state flag, which is taken from the coat
of arms of the Calverts. There are
portraits of the six Baltimores, all of
them fine copies, and another picture
of great interest, which is one of the
priginals of James Barry’s allegorical
engravings, representing Cecillus Cal-
vert, second Lord Baltimore and foun-
der of Maryland, exhibiting the laws
of Marvland to Lycurgus, the Spartan
lawgiver. Another imposing figure of

a famous lawgiver, perhaps intended

for Moses, stands in the same group,
while about them are gathered the
great legislators of all times and na-
tions. William Penn, it should Dbe
said, is also a prominent figure in the
central group.

Photographs of many noted Mary-
land houses adorn the walls of a side
hall whence a stairway leads to the
upper floor. Noticeable among them

is Wye House, the home of the Lloyds, |

in Talbot county, which was built in

permanent construction and occupies
a prominent position in the group of
state buildings along Willoughby
Boulevard, having Virginia for a
neighbor on the one hand and Mis-
souri on the other.

Ephraim
Kevsei, a Maryland sculptor, has a
striking bust of Cardinal Gibbons In
Mr. Baughman’s sanctum, and in an-
other room one of Sidney Lanier,
whose poems are at last receiving
the recognition their merit deserves.

A number of the photographs shown
are from the famous Mount Airy col-
lection of the Calvert family, sold a
few years ago. Some of them have
never been placed on public exhibition.
Others have been in the possession of
the society for some years, althougl
they have been little known to the
general public.

So complete is the collection of the
photographs of the portraits of mem-
bers of the Calvert family that there
is scarcely one extant but has its pho-
tographic reproduction on exhibition
in the Maryland building.

The feature, however, that will
prove most attractive to visitors at
the state building is a large room in
the rear which is an exact reproduc-
tion of the old senate chamber iIn the
statehouse at Annapolis. In it are a
mahogany table more than a hundred
yvears of age which belonged to Gov-
ernor Ridgely, and a harpsichord,
made in London in 1789 for Charles
Carroll, of itself a temptation to make
one break the commandment ‘‘Thou
shalt not covet thy neighbor’s goods,”
for what lover of antiques can see it
without longing to possess it? There
are also in this apartment two cases
of Indian remains, arrowheads, stone
hatchets, etc., collected in Maryland
by William H. Love.

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chanical drawings and a large assort-
ment of photographs showing the stu-
dents, with their instructors, engaged
in active experiment and test work in
the laboratory and in the field.

Next there 1s an interesting entomol-
ogy exhibit, consisting of about twen-
ty-five specimens of the beneficial In-
sects, with several large models de-
vised for the study of the internal
anatomy of the insects.

The college collection contains 20,000
specimens. Those sent to the exposi-
tion are to show the method of mount-
ing and preserving, the system of
classification and arrangement.

Canning Industry.

In the canning and preserving of oys-
ters, tomatoes, peas and strawberries
the state of Maryland leads the United
States. In the canning of fruits and
vegetables, all kinds being considered,
it stands second. It packs 30 per cent
of the tomatoes canned in the United
States and 25 per cent of the total
amount of peas,

In exploitation of this industry there
are on exhibit in the Maryland booth
two pyramids eight feet in diameter
and fifteen feet high composed of thou-
sands of cans of all kinds of vegeta-
bles and fruits. Then there are quan-
tities of preserves and pickles, good to
look upon and pleasant to the taste.

Professor Symons is a member of the
faculty of the Maryland Agricultural
college, being in charge of the depart-
ment of entomology. He is the state
entomologist and is secretary of the
Maryland Horticultural society. Belng
thus versatile, he has known exactly
how to arrange the various exhibits to
the best advantage of the whole. He
personally supervised the placing of
everything in the booth and has great-
ly added to its beauty by weaving
ropes of ivy around the windows, over
the tables and through the balcony
rails of the ofiice,

Oyster Industry.

The Maryland oyster industry 1is rep-
resented by an exhibit sent by the
state shellfish commission. It consists
of numerous specimens of oysters, the
exhibits being arranged according to
the ages of the specimens and again
according to the variety and size.
