The Spanish brig Joaqnin, Batista, mas-
ter, arrived at New Orleans on the 7th in-
stant from Vera Cruz, having sailed thence
on the 26th of September, just eleven days
after the U. S. steamship Princeton. The
Picayune’s files are complete from the ecity
of Mexico to the 20th ult., and from Vera
Cruz to the 224.

On the 15th Gen. Herrera was formally
proclaimed President of the Republie, and
upon the morning of the 16th he took the
oaths of office, in* the presence of both
Houses of Congress, assembled in the
Chamber of Deputies. The President pro-
nounced a discourse upon the occasion.

‘T'he Mexican papers give the most min-
ute details of the military and naval forces
which the United States has concentrated
upon the frontier and coasts of Mexico.—
The Vera Cruz journals are very watchful
as to the Gulf squadion, serving up full
lists of ships and guns to their morning
readers, as a kind of appetizer for breakfast.

A letter is given to the public from Gen.
Inclan the brave defender of Puebla agaimst
Santa Anna, in which he announces to the

Secretary of War that on the 14th ultimo,
Gen. Cosme Furlong had offered the servi-

ces of twenly-six battalions, four regiments

and one brigade of artillery, in defence of
the Supreme Government and the national
territory. These troops were first organiz-
ed by the city of Puebla when the French
squadron Jay off Vera Cruz. They have
thus again been placed at the disposition of
the Government, and great expectations are
entertained of the good effects of the ex-
ample set by Puebla.

There was a repoit current and credited
in Tampico on the 7th ult,, that an expe-
dition had been planned at Corpus Christi

EIGHT DAYS LATER FROM EURO_F’E.
ARRIVAL OF THE

Great Britain Steamship.

Decline in Cotton— Deplorable state of

alongside the Great Britain, supplying her.
