And whereas it is competent for the people alone 1o
decide final'y upon the proposition for annexation, and
“by deputies in Convention asseinbled?’ to adopt a
Constitution with a view (o the admission of Texas as
one of the States of the American Union:

And wliereas no authority is given by the Constitu-
tion of this Republic 10 any brauch of the Govern-
ment to call a Convention and to change the organic
law, this being a right reserved 1o the people tiien,-
selves, and which they alone can preperly exercige:

THEREYORE be it known, that I, Axsox JONEs, Pre-
sident of the Republic of Texas, desitous of gLving
direction and effect 1o the public will, already so fully
