Capt. Winfield Nelson, who is one
of the largest oyster planters in Va.,
reports that the erabs have done

great damage to the oysters in the
waters of that State during the past

summer. They have destroyed thou-
sands of bushels of his oysters on
the York river. He says: “The crab
takes a position in the sand and
makes a rapid motion with its fins,
causing the particles of sand to rise
and be swept away by the tide, Very
soon hundreds of basin-shaped holes
will be formed from .two to three feet
in diameter and about six inches in
depth. The oysters fall into these
pits and are covered by the sand.”
