Gentlemen—As considerable inconve-
nience resu ' ts throughout the county,and

'l%e Pacha has ordered its growth to be
extended on the largest scale, and has
further directed that this new produc.

tion shouldin future be called ‘Jumel .

Cotton.” ‘The second year the crop
amounted to 100,000 tllograms ; the
third to twenty times as much, and there
are at this moment at the Lazaretto of
Marseilles 4000 bags (about 600,000
killograms) for consumption. There is
as large a quantity at the Lazarettoes of
Leghorn and Trieste, and letters from
the most respectable source state that
the crop this year will exceed 5,000,000
killograms. There will be scarcely any
end to its production as the Pacha in-
tends to extend the culture to the
sources of the Nile.

*The quality of this cotton, (classed
with the long staple) is perfect; and if
a little whiter and cleaner would en-
tirely supersede that of Pernambuco and
Louisiana. It is probable that our manu-
facturers will prefer it, especially as its
great abundance will make the price
very low. What effect will this have

on our commercial relations with the
United States?
