A lion couchant at the foot
of the tomb, observes the remains 9f the
torn colors spread before him and is in-
tended to represent the genius of Span-
ish freedom—wounded, but not dead.—
An empty cornucopia and scattered em-
blems of the sciences denote the terrible
conflict that has desolated the earth for
so many ages. [In the back ground rises
a pyramid, amidst the darkness, and a-
bout the abyss of time re presenting un
changable virtue, and on 1t are inscrib-
e/l the names of several celebrated pa-
triots to which Fame is pointing.

The Throne of Despotism aopears ba-
lanced on the top of this pyramid, sus-
tained by Ignorance and Egaotism, as if
apprehending that the balance may be
lost, and the whole precipitated into the
yawning gulph underneath. Blind Fa-
paticism leads by the hand one of its
chief’ supporters superstition; whilst a

There 1s no document of greater value
laid before Congress, at its annual Ses-
sions, than the Statements of the Ex-
poRTS and ImprorTs of the United States,
prepared according to an Act of Con-
gress, which deserves to be called by the
name of its author, Mr. Sanrorp, the
present Chancellor of the State of New-
York, who introduced and pressed it
through the Senate of the United States,
when he was a Member of that body.—
The document contains a hundred or
two pages, full of interesting details, be-
sides several General Statements, or
Recapitulations of Aggregates.

The most important and comprehen-
sive of these Statements, exhibiting the
Imports and Exports, of articles of For-
tigll and Domestic urigin, ti.l E?Pl‘_y cuPn-
try with which we trade; distinguishing
each of them, we shall, at an early day,
Bublish entire.
