A part
of 1t only has been shelled, and two
bushels of ears produced a little more
than a bushel of shelled corn. |

and yielded about a ton of hay to the

~ Early in September of thé sambe year;

it was ploughed. It remained in this
situdtion until  Aptil, 1823, when it waga
harrowed, A few days after harrowing,
It"was ploughed across the furrows about
Iwo inches deeper than the first plough-
Ing in September, when it was lirst brok-
enup. After remaining in this situation
a week; it was harrowed thoroughly, un-

halt feet apart, for planting, It was
platted about the 20th of May, in hills,
three feet and a half apart one way, and
one loot and a half the other way.

About eight cords of compost manure
were put on this acre, ahd 25 rods. It
Was composed of barn yard manure,
made in the summer of 1822, hog dung
and the clearing of ditches, in equa
quantities.
