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We have also given a sketch of the

Spanish Colonies. Mr. Canning seems

There was likewise a debate in the
House of Commons, on the same even-
ing. of evnsiderable interest, on the silk
manufacture. The debate arose on the
presentation of some petitions from the
8ilk manufacturers of London, Taunton,
and Norwich, objecting te the removal
of the prohibition on fereign silks~-a mea-
sure in contemplation by the Ministers,
in the attempts they are making to re-
turn to the sound principles of free
trade. We may hereafter publish some
extracts from this debate, which will be
the more interesting from the nature of
the business which has so long engross-
ed the attention of the Congress of the
United States. While Great Britain is
endeavoring to cast off the unnatural
shackles upon trade, many of our active
politicians are anxiously striving to put

them on.

In the course of a debate during the
same evening, on a bill amending the
laws relative to prison discipline, Mr.

(G. Bennett tntimated his intention of

opposing several enactments of the bill
in committee. He called the attention
of the House to the severe inet*uality of
the punishment of the tread-mill, (to the
discipline of which, properly applied, he
was friendly,) owing to the absurd va-
ricties of construction upon which those

 mills were built in different parts of the

country. The hon. member then refer-

 red to some calculations which had been

made of the degrees of labor in some tread
mills, compared with others. From
these it appeared, that taking the height
of the monument to be 172 feet, the per-
gons working in some tread-mills ascend-
ed the h.ight of the building 32 times, in
others, 83 times, and others again 96
times, in the course of one day’s work.
He next adverted to a letter from the
keeper of Lancaster gaol, in which it
was stated that 10,000 feet of labor (of
a-cent on the wheel) was sufficient for
the labor of one man in the eourse of a
day, and that by a calculation, it appear-
ed, that a day’s work of 12,000 feet of
ascent was equal to the labor of walking
thirty-seven miles on level ground. In
the Committee he would propose to limit
the labor of the men to 10,000 feet, and
that of women to 8,000 feet in the course
of one day. Mr. B. also Bpuke Fgainst
the pra tice of putting untried prisoners
unon the wheel. Mr. Peel, m rE:ply.,
concurred with the gentieman entirely,
- not sending untried. prisoners to the
tread mill. With respect to the plan
of fixing a maximum of labour, he did
not think it would be productive of any
goorl, | :
were taken as a maximum, a magistrate
would have no discretion; and what miglht
be an excessive degree of labour to one
man, would be comparatively light to
another. The calculation of 12,000 feet
of ascent on the mill being equal to 57
miles of walking on level ground, was
most estravagant and erroneous. It was
founded on an assumption of the ascent
on the wheel being perpendicular. He
denied that the labor at all correspond-
ed to perpendicular ascent, or that 1t was
equal with that of dragging up the body
at every stcp. But he had .rwt heard_—
what would be a more decisive objection
—that the labor of the mill was general-

ly prejudicial te health, and he knew qf
none other which gave a more equal di-

When discussing the mutiny bill, Mr.
Huwme proposcd an amendment for abo-
lishing corporal punishment, in the army.
He objected to the bill, because it au-
thorized the infliction of cm:poral pun-
ishment on 73,000 men His attention
was particularly called to the subject by
a circular recently issued by Lord Ba-
thurst, reconmending the total abolition
to fiogging in the West Indies. He
could not understand why a species of
punishment which was considered 1m-
roper to be used towards slaves, should
Ee inflicted upon freemen. He was con-
vinced that the practice of flogging de-
graded the army. The Hon. Member
next observed, that the lnl)abltants (n
the neighbourhood of the King’s Mews

were greatly annoyed by the cries of

the soldiers who were almost daily flog-
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ged there. Sir Henry Hardilige ﬂeciar-

ed, that only one man had been punish-
ed at the b’armﬁcis, of the King’s Mews
in twelve months.
some length, and the practice of the con-
tinental powers was often referred to.—
The officers in the House, were in favor
of preserving the power to flog. Lord
Palmerston said the punishment of flog-
ging was ancient—it was derived from
the Roman army to the British. It was
necessary, not only tothe discipline of
the army, but to take that power away
from the prerogative would be to endan-
ger the Constitution. The observations
on foreign discipline mustbe taken with
some allowance. ‘The French army had
not the punishment of flogging, but they
were less tenacious of life. Surely no
one could wish to see capital punish-
ments increased in the British army.—-
While he was with the army of occupa-
tion in France, he heard of severzl men
of the Russian forces dying from the se-
verity of flogging, In the Prussian army
there were two classes. On the first of-
fence the men were degraded to the se-
cond from the first, in which they were
not subject to corporal punishmert, In
the second class they were subject to
stripes, which were graduated by a scale;
an Ensign cou'd inflict 10, a Lieutenant
20, a Captain 80, a Major 40, and. so on,
This was not the discipline to be desired
for the British army.

A letter received at Lloyd’s Coffee
House, London,dated Marseilles, Febru-
ary 24, states that Vice Admiral Neale
had sailed from Malta for Algiers, taking
with him the Naiad and leaving orders
for all other ships of war to follow.—
The Consu! had embharked with the Ad-
miral.—Of the Algerine foree now at sea,
we have no correct account, butit is said
to consist of two frigates, two corvettes,
and several small vessels, and about the
8th Feb. they were cruising off the coast
of Spain, having captured a Spanish fish-
ing vessel near Benedomi. . All the Bri-
tish vessels at Gibraltar, bound up the

Mediterranean, were weiting there for
cenvoy.

Letters received from Cadiz dated

early in February, state that the Naval | P

Commandant of the Port had given no-
tice of the late proceedings of the Al-
gerines, and that a Swiss vessel had arri-
ved at Alicant, after being detained 4
days subsequent to the sailing eof the
Algerine squadron. The capiain report-
ed that several more vessels of war were
fitting out to cruize against the Ku-
ropean Hags, and that it was necessary
for all vessels bound ap to the Mediterra-
nean to receive the protection of vessels
of war, --

The Globe says these letters excited
some interest,but did not affect the funds,
as it does not appear possible that the
Dey can resist the force which will be
sent against him; whilst the rupture fur-
nishes ministers with a plausible pre-
text for keeping a large naval force rea-
dy for other purposes than the chastise-
ment of this pirate.

A letter from the British Vice Consul
at Almeria, dated Feb. 9, says it is re-
ported by a coaster from Carthagena,
that the master of an English schooner,
put into that port on the 6th instant, de-
clared that a Moorish frigate and a brig
captured off Cape St. Antonia, on the
coast of Valencia, an English biig laden
with barilla, from Carthagena. Little
credit 18 given to this news.

A man named Daniel Grunshire, was
vxecuted on the 2d of March, at Reading,
for the murder of his infant child. He

denied his guilt until the morning of his
executron, when he made a full confes
sion of the crime, with all the circum-
stances attending its perpetration; from
which appeareﬁ he had meditated the
crime for several weeks, in which perion
he thrice attempted to carry it into exe-
cution, but his reselution had as often
failed him. On the evening this horrid
crime was committed, he avaded him-
self of the absence of his wife, and tak-
ing the kettle of hot water from the side

of the fire, poured the liquor into the:

mouth of the infant 1n its cradle. The
motive for doing this diabolical act ap-
pears to have been a desire of separating
trom his wife, with whom he had some
quarrels and returning to his employ-
ment as a shepherd. lmmense numbers

assembied to witness the execution of

this wretched individual, and many of
the spectators appeared much affected by
the awful spectacle.

The death of the marquess of Titch-
field, a promising young nobleman, and
a nephew of Mr. Canning, is announced
in the papers of the 6th. The death ol
Mr. Viotty, a celebrated performer on the
violin, 18 also announced in the same
paper. - Mrs. Siddons the greatest tragic
actress of her day, was so alarmingly
indisposed, that her medical friends had
little hope of her recovery. Sir Thomas
Bell died on the 5th, most deservedly
regretted. He was elected, at one peri-
od, one of the Sheriffs of Londen, was
treasurer of the Scotch Hospital, and in-
defatigable in his zeal and activity for
the promotion of the objects of this and
other benevolent institutions 1n the met-
ropelis. Mr. Bowdich, the Afr_ican tra-
veller, died on the river Gambia, on the
10th of Januarv, having just completed
a surv-y of that river. ;

A great capitalist has signified his as-
sent to the proposed reduction of 4 per
ct.stock to 33, by atransfer of L750,000
from the higher to the lower stock. Mr,
Samuel Guerney, the banker, of Nor-
wich, exchanges nearly £400,000.

The Monthly Magazine, for March,

The fluctuations are astonishing: the
expenditure of 1793 was not 25,000,000,
while that of 1815 excéeded 150,000,000,
and that of 1823 nearly 58,500,000.—
Some enormous differences, wholly un-
accounted for, appear between the in-
come and expenditure; and in 1816,
3,000,000 more were charged for inter-
est of debt than was actually due. Pub-
lic attention must lead to Parliamentary
imin‘.iiry on these subjects.

rom the official excise returns, fur-
nished by order of the House of Com-
mons, every man, woman and child, in
London, seems to drink, on the average,
two barrels of beer a year. The quan-
tity of strong beer brewed in England,
in a year, would float all the navy in
commission,

A petition is now in the course of cir-
culation, for obtaining the sanction of
Parliament to constitute the harbor of
Folkstone a regular port between Eng-
land and the continent. A mail ceach
will probably be established from Folk-
stone and the continent, if the object
of the petition be granted.

Out of
246 Deputies returned by the Electoral
Colleges for districts, there are only
about 16 Liberals. The Departmental
Colleges have yet to elect 172 Deputies;
but in these t e opposition candidates
have less chance than in other distriets.
M. Cambaceres has had an attack of
Appoplexy from which he was not ex
pected to recover. The Etoile of the
3th, announces a few additional re-
turns—all Royalists. Strange as it may
seem, the crusade against Spain has
added prodigiously to the strength of
the Bourbons,

The private letters from Paris repeat
the report that M. de Villele intends to
reduce the 5 per cents if they should
rise 1 or2 per cent more, which is fulliy
expected, as the most extraordinary ef-
forts are made for that purpose.

Letters from Constantinople, dated
Jan. 27, speak positively of the disas-
trous situation of the Turks. It seems
certain that the fire which broke out In
the arsenal on the night of the 25th of
January, was caused by incendiaries, and
that the damage donc was very greal,
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although the Turks pretend that it was
con-

completely subdued without any

siderable loss. 1tis also confirmed that

the Persians in the neighborhood of Bag-

dad have made hostile movements.—
These letters sfate that Lord Strangford
had given great offence to the wmajority
of the Turkish ministry, by the positive
tone in which he demanded on the 24th

of January, the immediate evacuation of

Wallachia and Moldavia, but that he is
in favor with the Sultan and the Grand
Vizier, who are both disposed to a pacific

policy.

HOUSE OF LORDS—March 5.

Marquis Lansdown rose to give no-
tice of a motion which he intended to
make on Monday se’night, which would
be, that the House Jdo address his majes-
ty, rraying him to recognize the inde-
pendence of South America: he consid-
ered the papers laid on the table, to have
afforded sufficient grounds for his motion;
there were other papers which he still
wished should be laid on the table also;
there were some points on which he de-
sired information from the Noble Lord
at the head of the 'T'reasury; howerver,
as he did not see that Noble Earl in his
place, he should proceed no further at
present; he would ask those questions on
Monday next. He moved that the house
should be summoned for Mounday se’n-
night. for the more ample discussion of
the important question which he de-
signed to lay before them.

HOUSE OF COMMONS—March 5.
G. Britain and S. America.

Sir J. Macintosh said, that having
carefully perused the papers which were
last night laid upon the table of the
House, he rose to. propose to fthe Right
Hon. Secretary for Foreign Affairs, one
or two questions upon subjects connec-
ted with them. The first of these ques-
tions would be, whether any answer had
{1& been received fiom the Court of
Ma !rd to the dispatch from this Govern-
ment, dated the 30th January?—( Hear,
hear.) If such am answer had heen re-
cewved by his majesty’s government, he
presumed there could be no objection on
their part to lay it before the house. His
second question was, whether his majes-
ty’s government EDB.ﬁE‘SEEd the decree,
or, if not, the original, even an authen-
tic or accurate copy of the decree said
to have been made by Ferdinand VII,
professing to regulate the commerce of
vast countries in South America, that
had long ceased to acknowledge his au-

thority?— I such copy was in possession

of ministers he supposed there could be
no objection to its production. He
should also be desirons—and to this he
antic:pate no objection—that
there should be laid b-fore the House a
copy of the treaty entered into botween
Great Britain and Spain in the year

1810; which treaty was referred to in
that dispatch of the 30th of Jan. as

granting to British subjects a right of
trade with the subjects of Spain 1n the
two hemispheres. (Hear, hear.) Now,
he knew it was impossible that the trea
ty might have been printed, or have been
in some shape or otEer, already laid be-
If 80, he was not a-
ware of the fact; but he presumed that
the treaty alluded to could not be that
which was made with Adwiral Apedaca.
for that was made in 1809. 1kt had
not been printed, he should either move
that it be printed, or give notice of a
motion for its preduction, according to
the answer which he might receive to

the questions which he had addressed to
the Right Hon. Secretary.

Mr. Canning ‘observed, that to the
nestions of his honorable and learned
ﬁ*iend he wouid answer separately, but
he would invert the order in which those
questions had been put. And first, as
to the supposed treaty between Spain
and G, Britain. Nosuch treaty was in
existence to -the best of his knowledge

 In the year 1810, when this couutry pro-

pused to interpose her meditation be-
tween Spain and her colonies in Ameri-

ca, it was merely upon an understand-
“ing between the two governments that

the coast law of Spain was suspended
as between the subjects of the two na-
tions. Ne instrument, as far as he had
ascertained, was in existence, i which
this agreement was recorded. As to
the second question propounded about
the decree, he knew of that only as a
watter of public notoriety; but he really
couid notsay whether itj had been com-
municated to his majesty’s government
in that authentic shape that would enti-
tle it to be considered as a document in
their own possession. If, however, such
a decree had rea:ly been communicated
to them, they would undoubtedly not
object to lay it before parliament. As to
the 3d question, whether any answer had
been received from Spawn in reply to
the dispatch of tlie SOth of Jan. he be-
lieved that an answer simply acknowl-
edging the receipt of the despatch had
been received by this government. In
reply to the remaining part of what had
been addressed to him that evening by
his honorable and learned friend, he
would merely say, that there were cir-
cumstances which would prevent his
(Mr. Canning’s) stating to the houseat
present any thing further as 10 the pre-
cise state in which this country now
stood with respect to America, I'he
moment that an official answer should be
received to that dispatch, it should be
laid before parliament. (Hear, hear.)
T'he scope of his honorable and learned
friend’s motion (for though it was not
shaped in this manner, it clea:rly went to
this extent) was to induce his majesty’s
government to lay before parliament
such documents and papers as might

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show fo the house the principles upon
which government has hitherto acted,
and intended in future to act, in regard
to America. But he freely told his hon.

and learned friend if the communications

which ministers had already made on
this subject had been such as te entitle
themm to the confidence of parliament,
he should resist every attempt toextort
further information, or to compel the
production of further papers relative to
these matters under the present state
of circumstances. If, on the contraay,
the communications which government
had made, had entitled them to the con-
fidence of parliament, his honorable and
learned friend would be at liberty to
take his own course upon this important
affair.

Sir J. Mackintosh, in explanation,
said he had listened to every word that
had fallen from the right hon. secretary;
but at as present advised,he saw nothing
to induce him to alter his original inten-

tion, which at a future da s, he should
be disposed to carry into eﬂzect.

Though we have had but a moderate demand
for cotton this week, the holders continue ve
firm, and are not di?osed to offer their stocks
at the prices of the day. The sales this week
are about 300 bales of all kinds.

The Sugar market has been in a very inactive
state—the demand for rehned for home con-
sumption continues steady; the request for ex.
port is confined to lumps for crushing and
packing, for which there is consideable de-
mand. Al the other qualities are heavy—
quantity at market more limited than for a
length of time precediglj. In the early part
of the week the public sales of Coffee went off
heavily, and the ordinary descriptions, which
were not clean, sold at a reduction of about 2s.
