From Accum’s Culinary Chemistry.

ON KYEPING OF MEAT,
JAnd best construction of Larders, Pan-
tries, and Meat ®afes.

Larders, pantries and safes, for keep-
ing meat, shoold be sheltered from the
direct rays of- the sup,and otherwise
guarded against the influence of warmnth.
All places where provisions are kept
should be so constructed that a brisk
current of cool air can be made to pass

through them at command., With this
view 1t would be advisable to have open-
imgs on all sides of larders, or meat
safes, which might be closed or opened
according to the way from which the
wind blows the time of the day, or sea-
son of the year; they  should be kept,
too, with the greatest attention to clean-
litess. It will be better also if the sides
or walls of meat safes are occasionally
scoured with soap, or soap and slacked
quicklime.

Warm weather is the worst for keep.

ing meat; the south wind has leng been

neted as being hostile o keeping provi-
sions. Juvenal, in his 4th Satire, says:
““ Now sickly autumn to dry frost give way,

Cold winter rag’d and fresh preserv’d the prey;

Yet_ with such haste the busy fisher fl ew,
As if hot south-wind corruption blew.»

A jomnt of meat may be preserved for
several days in the midst of summer by
wrapping it in a clean linéa cloth; pre.-
viously moistened with strong vinegar,
and sprinkled over with salt, and then
placing 1t in an earthenware pan, or
hanging it up, and changing the cloth, or
ringing it out a-fresh, and again steeping
it in vinegar once a day, 1l the weather
be very hot. B

The best meat for keeping 18 mutton,
and the leg keeps best, and may with
care, if the temperature be only mode-
rate, be preserved without becoming
tainted for about a week; during frost a
leg of mutton will keep a fortnight.

A shoulder of mutton 18, next to the
leg, the joint best calculated for keep-
ing in warm weather. - ‘

The scrag end of aneckis very liable
to become tainteds it cannot be kept with
safety during hot weather lor more than
two l{a 8. 14 :
'I‘hei(emels or glands, in the thick part
of the leg should be dissected out, be-
cause the mucous matter in which they
abound, speedily becomes putrd, and
then tends very much to infect the ad-
joining part. ;

The chine and rib-bones should be
wiped, and sprinkled over with salt and
pepper, and the bloody part of the neck
removed. In the brisket, the commence-
ment of the putrefactive process takes
place in the breast, and 1f .this part 1s to
be keptyit is advisable to guard against it
becoming tainted, by sprinkling a hittle
salt and pepper over it: the vein or E!Pe
near the bone of the inside of a chine
of mutton should be cut out, and if the
meat is to be kept for some time, the
part close round the tail should be sprink-

]
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led with salt, after having first cut out
the

eland or kernel. |
In beef the ribs are less liable to be-

come tainted than any other joint; they
may be kept in a cool pantry in the sum-
mer months for six days, and ten days
in winter.,

T'he round of beef will pot keep long,

unless sprinkled over with salt, Al the

glands or kernels which it contains
should be dissected out.

The brisket is still more liable to be-
come tainted by xeeping; it caifhot be
kept sweet with safety more than three
days in summer, and about a week in
winter.

Lamb is the next in order for keep-
ing, though 1t 1s considered best to eat
it soon, or even the day after it is Killed.
Lf it is not very young the leg will keep
four or five days, with care, in a cool
place in summer,

Veal and Pork--aleg will keep very
well in summer for three or four days,
and a week 1n winter:—but the scrag
end of veal or pork will not keep well

above a day in summer, and two of three

days in winter.

The part that becomes tainted first.of
a leg of veal, 18 where the ndder is
skewered back. The skewer should be
taken out, and both that and the part be-
neath 1t wiped dry every day, by which
means it will keep good three or four
days in warm weather. The vein or
pipe that runs along the chine of a loin
of veal should be cut out, as is usually
done 13 mutton and beef. 'The skirt of
a breast of veal should likewise be taken

off, and the mside of the breast wiped,
scraped, and sprirkled with salt,

DISEASES OF DOMESTIC ANIMALS
AND BHEIR CURE.

Fumigation.—The extrication of cer-
tain vapours from nitre, salt,.or other
substance 1 infected stables, for the pur-
pose of purilying them. Many prepa-
rations have been recommended for fus
wigation; only two of them, however,
appear to be worth noti-e.~1st. ln-a
large aish ol hot'sand,place a cup or other
vesscl with some powdered nitre in ir;

pour upou the nitre a quantity of oil of

vitriol, equal to half its weight. No per-
son can remain 1n the stable while this
process 1s going on, as the vapour which
arises 1s of a very suffocating nature.—
Toretain the vapour in the stable a suffi-
cient time, the doer, windews, and every
aperture should be carefully clused. 2d,
Instead of the nitre, put intothe cup a
mixture of powdered magnesia, and com-
mon table salt, of each equal parts;

upon this mixture pour half its Wweight of
vitriol, and immediately after leave the-

stable; as the fumes from this misture
are far more suffocating than the former,
but certainly more effectual. In one ex-
periment, I found that the infectious pro-

perty of glanderous matter was des-
troyed by being exposed to this vapour.
Before a stable is fumigated, all litter,
hay, dust, &c.should be swept out; and
the whole stable well cleaned. 'The
rack, manger and wood work between
them should be scraped, and thoroughly
washed; and the fumigation is to be
made immediately after, while the wood
1Is moist. T'he following day the door
and windows should be thrown open,
and suffered to remain so until the va-
pour 18 perfectly gone.

Gall or Bile—A yellowish, bitter
juick secreted from the blood by the liv-
er. In the human liver, as well as in
many quadrupeds, there isa reservoir,
where it 1s deposited for a time, named
Gall-bladder, but this does not exist in
the horse. The gall is conveyed by the
biliary duct to the duodenum, or first in-
testine, where probably it is concerned
in the separation of chyle from the di-
gested food: and serves afterwards by
its irritating or stimulatiug quality, to
promote that peculiar motions of the
intestines, by which their contents are
gradually propelled towards the funda-
ment.
