T'he Diario of Rome, of March 10th,
with the intention of communicating some
very exact information concerning the
state of religion in France, and the pro-
gressive augmeniation which it expe-
rienced 1o 1823, publishes the following
letter, which 1s said to come from a per-
son well acquainted with the subject.

*“The number of religious establish-
ments in the Kingdom amounts to four
thousand. Many pious persons have fa-
vored them with different legacies, and
those of the year 1823, amounted to the
sum of two millions of francs. His
Christian Majesty, by thirteen ordinan-
ces, has granted locations for secondary
seminaries and ecclesiastical schools.—
In the single diocess of Bordeaux are
46 regular houses, independent of sever-
al other prous congregations. The num-
ber of religious persons living under dif-
ferent rules amount to 1800, 1200 of
whom are in Paris. The number of
priests has increased within the last year
about 1740, and now amounts to more
than 35,000, without counting the Vicars
General. Within 1823, 1200 deacouns

and 1300 sub-deacons have been ordain- |

ed; and the scholars in the seminaries

have increased from about 29,000 to
35,500.”

According to the accounts presented
to the House of Commons, the average
amount of balances of public money in
the hands of the Bank during the last
year was 5,526,635(.

This amend-
ment was opposed: by Messrs. King, of
N. Y. Lloyd, of Mass. D’Wolf, and
Smith; ‘and supported by the mover gud
Mr. Findlay, Mr. Holmes, of Maine,
made some remarks in relation to dis-
tinction made between the silks be-
yond the Cape of Good Hope, and those
of France, to which Mr. Llovd replied.
Mr. Smith moved to amend this sec-
tion by making it include all plain silks.

Mr. Lowrie moved to amend the bill,

Mr. Holmes, of Me. moved to amend
the bill, by inserting the following.

“On all manufactures of silk or of
which silk shall be a component material
coming from beyond the Cape of Good

Hope a duty of per centum ad va-
lorem.

On all other manufactures of silk, or
of which silk shall be a component ma-

terial, a duty of per centum ad va-
lorem.”

Mr. Holmes stated that his object in
moving this amendment was, to ascer-
tain whether the Senate was willing to
make a discrimination between the silks
of France, and those of India. The
former country, he said took a conside-
rable amount of articles of the produc-
tion of this country; and he thought we
ought to discriminate in Favfm' of her silks.

Messrs. Talbot, King of N. Y, Lloyd
of Mass. Hayne, and Smithy made some
remarks upon the proposed amendment.

Mr. Talbot moved to fill the blank in
the first amendment with  thirty,” so
as to make the duty on India silks, thir-
ty per cent. This was supported by
Mr. Talbot; and opposed by Mr. Lloyd
of Mass, It was not agrlﬂ-e;l tes.

The first blank was then filled with
“twenty-five,” and the 21 with “fwenty.’

Mr. Smith moved toamend the bill by
inserting the following clause, “On mo

rocco skinsy thirty per centum ad valo
rem.”  Thisamendment was not agreed
to.

Mr. Taylor, of Va, then moved t
amend the bill, by striking out the fol
lowing lines:

“On wheat, twenty-five cents pe:

This proposition to amend, was dis-
cussed by the mover, and by Messrs.

Mr. Eaton then moved to amend
the bill by inserting the following.

“On cotton, picked or ginned, six
cents per pound:

This amendment was opposed by
Messrs. Hayne, Branch, Eiliott, and
Johnson, of Ken. and supported by the
mover, and by Messrs. Brown, D’Wolf,
and Smith. [t was subsequently with-
drawn by the mover.
