Ty Prevent the Destruction of Seed
Corn by Birds. _
Gilbert Barclay, Esq. of Sunderland,
has never had a hill of corn destroyed by
birds or other vermin, by preparing his
seed in the following manner:—lake a
quart of warm tar, and gently pour on it
about 18 or 20 quarts of corn, stirring 1t
at the same time; then add so much dry
lime as will prevent the kernels from ad -
hering to each other, or the persons’ fin-
gers who plants the same. The corn
thus planted will be longer in sprouting,
but the blade will be stronger and of a
darker colour, and will sooner come to
maturity than that planted in the com-
mon way. The expence is very trifhng,
and vast property might have been saved
to our farmers by this preparation.

EWES AND LAMBS,
Deane’s New Epgland Farmer says
“if sheep are fed with a little Indian
corn, about half a gill a day to each, 1t
will keep them in good heart, prevent
the wool from falling off and enable the

ewes to rear their young much better.”
Potatoes are better food for breeding

ewes than turnips which it is said are ;}n’
“to injure the lambs. The Farmer’s Ma-

nuel tells us that the best nursing for fee-
ble lambs 1s to keep the ewes well, and
recommends not only potatoes and car-
rots, but white beans in small quantities,
s0 as to excite fever. 1f your lambs are
feeble they will require to be nursed
with warm milk, given frequently in
small quantities. Ewes milk is best, and
if a ewe does not give milk enough for
her lamb there is little probability that
the lamb will live. ‘T'herefore as before
intimated you must doctor the mother
for the sake of her offspring.

If your sheep colds und discharge mu-
cus from the nose feed them weTl, and
occasionally give them pine boughs or
spread tar on a board, and strew a little
fine salt over the tar, and the sheep will
lick the tar, and get well immediately.

ALGIERS,

The town itself is but little more than
half a mile square—the inhabitants about
one hundfed and twenty thousand—sur-
rounded by fortifications on Vauban’s
plan of a fort. The square covered by
fortifications is not equal to a mile. The
face of the wall fronting the sea, cqual
to three quartersof a mile; the sides pro-
jecting to the country, the same; but the
face tawards the country about half a
mile; at each of the four corners a circu-
lar bastion, projecting far enough to com-
mand the face of small square batteries
issuing from the curtain. The town is
built along the sinuous part of a bay, or
casual indenting of the coast, not run-
ning deep enough into the land to afford
shelter; the shore flat, and the water {oo
shallow to serve for anchorage. The
purt is in the centre of the wall towards
the sea; its construction is altogether
artificial ; an_immense strong wall is
thrown out about 500 yards: at 200 yards
distance further eastward a mole 100
yards long 18 thrown out: the wall which
1s of extraordinary strength and width,
is continued eastward, and bending in-
wards by two angles towards the mole,
leaves an entrance of about 150 yards
to an irregular shaped basin, inclosiug
an area of about 10 acres.

At the formidable attempt made by
Charles the Fifth with a fleet bf 120
ships, 20 gallies and an army of 30,000
men, aided by the Knights of Malta, he
was enabled by means of the gallies, to
land his army, and materal, pot with-
standing the flatness of the shore, out
the natural consequence of lying on
such a coast was, that the first heavy
gale of wind drove off the fleet, the whole

of which;in half an hour, were dispers-
ed, andin the extremity of danger (ex-
cept the Maltese, who by their saperior
skill and equipment maintained'huir po-
sition on the coast, to the admiration of
the terrified army on shore, fo whom
they presented a solitary, but slight
prospect of salvation from the enemys;)
15 gallies and 86 ships of the Kmperor
totally perished; the loss of men conse-
quent on the embarkation, under such
circamstances was immense. Althouzh
the Maitese contributer the most exten-
sive co-operation in their navy,only 409
Kuightsy each attended by two gentle-
men at arms, were permitted to serve i
the army. ‘These ﬁnights in the spirit
of chivalrous gallantry to render thems
selves - conspicuous, wore over their ar-
mour a surtout of crimson velvet, with
the star of their order emblazoned in
white on the front of their breast, and
served as the rear guard, covering the
whole of the embarkation being thems
selves the last who went on board.

On ohe occasion, a very lormidable
sortie being made by the Algerincs, a
large body of troops were cut off; but the
Maltese, rallying some detachments, res
pulsed the eneihy so vigorously, that the
Chevelier Sevignan standard bearer of
the order, struck his poignard into the
gate of the city, and left it there as a
inemento.

In 1601, thé Spaniards made another
attack on Algiers, which was supposed
a fortunaté expedition, because they
came off without loss; but they effected
nothing.

ln 1602,an English squadron under
Sir Robert Maxwell, were no more fortu-
nate than the Spaniards the year before:
but in 1682, a French fleet hombarded
the town and set in flames; and tihe next
year repeating the attack with increased
vigor, procured the release of all the chris-
tian captives, and the payment a heavy
fine in money:——among the captives were
several English, who, to the disgrace of
the Frenchi nation, were sent buck b
captain Damfreville, the French Commis-
sioner, after which the fortifications were
extended and increased. Since the poss
session of Gibraltar, in fear of our strength
and inclined to conciliatory measures,
the depredations of the Algerines were
carried on against all other Christian
Powers, but they continued to respect
the ships of this county.

In 1774, the Spaniards made an une .
successful attempt with upwards of 20,
000 troops, 2,000 horse; 47 ships of war
and 340 tramsports.

In 1783 and 1784 the sameé nation
made two attacks, which only terminat-
ed in the expenditure of a vast quauntity
of alamnnition.

In 1816, Lord Egmouth’s victorious
achievement produce the liberation of
all the christian captives, and the pafy-
ment of two large sums of money. The
captives were restored to the countries
from which they bad been taken: very
different to the French conduct in 1682,

hundred and eighty-five thousand, four
hundred and thirty miles, or nearly equal

to twelve times round the globe.
