EARTHQUAKE IN JAMAICA.

Jamaica papers to the 17th of April
have been received by the editors of the
N. York Gazette. A tremendous shock

of an earthquake was felt at Kingston on
the night of 10th, which caused oreat a-

larm among the inhabitants who simuyl-
taneously rushed from their houses, Im-
mediately after the shock had subsided.
the NSpanish, Portuguese, and English;

1t now becomes our Eainful duty, to notice
one of those ravages of the king »f terrors, that
without the aid of panegyric or of comment,
brings a gloom and despondency upon the
heart—Gen, WINDER, is no more, Those who
have witnessed his eloquence at the bar, where
he was so peculiarly formed to dazzle and de-
hight—who have seen that powerfu! syifipathy
kindled into a blaze, by the incidents develop-
ed by the evidence, until every feeling of his

soul was enlisted.in the cause—who have be-

held the depth of the impression, made on the
court, the jury and the audience, would, from
suich exhibitions, form a very imperfect ¢con-
ception of the character of Gen. WINDER. —
They miiht beled to conjecture, that all this
was the disciplined art of the advocate—but it
was not—it was the eloquence of the heart.~—
If, from such an exhibition of his. powers, we
follow him into the recesses of private life,
we shall beheld the same kindling and conta-

gious sympathy, that roused all his powers at
the bar, illuminating and adorning with the
saime radiance, the private circle 0% friendship
in the retreats of confidence and affectioh, we
should behold the same pervading enthgsiasm
—the same sensibility all pressed, as by magic
into the cause of private friendship. It was
the heart tHat tvas in both cases, the Emhtain of
action. In short, wherever his assistance tvas
required, he was no longer. a professional man
—it was .a personal appeal and he felt it as
such, for hus purse flowed with the same. spon-
tanebus. profusion as his eloquence, forthe re-
lief of distress, dr at the call of friendship, his
heart completely regulited and controlled all
his movements, and eloquence, with him, was
but one means of satisfying the claims of bene-
volence, his purse was another. These great
and commanding qualities, so subservieat, so
proverbially subservient to others, seemed per-
fectly lost and paralized, where he was himself
the object, nothing of this kind appeared to af-
fect, hé appeared to live and to act for the be-
nefit of others. This obsorbing interest dis-
playedin the ease and prosperity of liis friends,
and this total ‘disregard to his oWwn ease and
prosperity, combined in the same individual,
formed one of -the most curious, rare; and uni-
que exhibitions of characterin real life, that
we ever remember to have known.

With means at his command of ama#ing
wealth and honors, with all the sources of pet-
sonal aggrandizement open to his view, sur-
rounded by all the splendor and popularity, he
turned aside from the dazzling spectacle, and
seemed scarcely to know of its existence. If

| DER stood forth the formost champion, ready

at the call, to engage with all his characteristie
enthusiasm, because his country claimed his
services—because it was in his power to do an
act of disinterested benevolence., His private
life was but the reflection of his public one—
accessible, urbape and polished in his deport-
ment—{rank, cordial, generous and sineers—
the splendor of his great qualifications was not
with himi,as in others, repellent, but attracting;
it invited us to a more intimate intercourse
with the man—it constituted so many distinet
and enlarged claims upen his services. Does
it appear that in a character so rare and un.
