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~ THE GREEK CAUSE.
Extract of a letter, dated Leghorn, March 30,
1824, from a highly respectable American

- gentleman, resident in that cityj to his friend

in Providence, (R. 1.)

The glorious struggle of the Greeks,
there is just foundation to believe, will
terminate in their fréedom, from their
late most cruel tyrants. There is not
now a Grecian in the Morea, or Epirus
who 1s not completely armed; and their
courage and their - perseverance would
have been honourable, in the noblest pe-
riods of their illustrious ancestors. The
first gun they had, was forced from the
hands of a Turk. . They are in posses-
sion of every fortress of the Morea, ex-
cept Patrass, which is on the eve of sur-
rendering. They never inquire the num-
ber of their enemies, but where they are!
They advance, always, with the confi-
den<e of success, when their adversaries
are threefold their own numbers, and in
many instances still greater. "Theyhave
more than 100 vessels of war, from 10 to
28 guns, and in every instance, have the
sought the Turkish squadron, thoug‘vl
containing many -hips of 80 guns. There
is no example of their baing defeated, or
of their flight. They have already burnt
5 ships of 80 guns, many frigates and
corvettes. Lord Byron has been made
a Grecian  Senator, and he now com-
mands 800 men—the officers are En-
olish, French antzl Spaniards—he has
clothed them at his ewn expense, and
devotes his ample fortune in their cause.
H~ will one day be the second Homer,
and recount in his sublime verse, the
Grecian, war, as the former has done
that of T'roy. It 1ssaid the Grand Seig-
nior is preparing his tast effort;  but the
Greeks are ready to meet ity and when
they do, the Turks will bé crushed.—
There never was a nation unitedly de-
termined to be free, that did net accem-
plish their purpose. They have every

incitement which can render their hearts
invulnerable; the example of their an-

cestors, and the impossibility to treat
with their foes, who acknowledge no
bonds or treaties, to bind theu, when
they shall have the power to avenge
themselves on rebels and enemies to
their diabolical creed. [hey have now
raised a loan in England which will great-
ly aid them. About two thirds of the
orea belonged to the Grand Seignior,
ar the Mescheas—these are now confis-
cated, and form the mest fertile lands,
in the finest &ﬂd'ﬁChPﬁlf Sﬂil in 'Eul'ﬂpe.
What they most want is a fiigate or two,
when they wou!d feariessly lay along
sidé the largest ship ot the [urks.—
Should the generous enthusiasm which |
have learnt prevails in the United States,
in their favour, produce sufficient, I
should recommentd it to be converted in-
to a frigate. It wounld remain a long
monument of our affection to their cause.

“Sir—I return thanks for the pam-
phlet you have been so Kind as to send
e, ou the subject of commonwealths.
[ts moral principles merit entire appro-
batiou; its philanthropy especiallys and
its views of the equal rights of man.

“That small societies, on the princi-
ple of a communion of property, may
exist in habits of virtue, order, industry
and peace; and ctonsequently n a state
of as much happiness as heaven has been
pleased to deal out to imperfect human-
ity, I can readily couceive; and indeed
have seen its proofs in various small so-
cieties, which have beeén constituted on
that principle. But 1 do not feel autho-
rised to conclude from these facts, that
an extended Society, like that of the
United States, or of an individual State,
could be governed happl_ll{ on the same
principle. I look to the diffusion of light
and education, as the resource most to
be relied on for amelinratin§ the condi-
tion, promoting the virtue,and advancing
the happiness of man. :

“ That every man shall be made virtu-
ous by any process whatever, 18 indeed
no more to be expected than that every
tree shall be made to bear fruit, and eve-
ry plant nourishment. The briar and
the bramble can never become the
vine and, the olive; but their asperities
may be softened by cultuwe, and their
properties improved to usefulpess in the
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order and economy of the world. And
I do hope, in the present spirit of ex-
tending to the great mass of mankind
the blessings of instruction, | see a
rospect of great advancement in the
Eappiness of the human race; and that
this may proceed to an indefinite, altho’
not to an infinite degree.
