It had
been more favored than Sierra Leoue,
or any of the European colonies upon
“that coast, and even the colonization of
‘New York and Virginia did not com-
mence under such auspicious circum-
stances, and as to the country and cli-
mate, they are the most fruitfal and de-
lightful in the world: Gen. M. observed
that as it respected the offers now made
by President Boyer, they had already
been propesed to the Colonization Socie-
ty and rejected. And propositions still
more favorable had been made by France,

the government of which had offered to |

settle this population in French Guiana,
transport them thither, give them lands
and support them until they shouid be
able to take care of themselves, and even
bring them back again at the end of two
years, should the setilers be dissatisfied,
