We have inserted in
another part of this day’s paper, a letter
from the Ex-Emperor, written previous
to his departure from this eountry, toa
Mr. Quin, who translated into English
for lturbide, a justification of his past
conduct, which was intended for publi-
cation. The Ex-Emperor, however, had
changed his mind, and would not per-
mit its publication. In thisletterto M:.

"~ ment,a swindling transaction—that Go-
~yernment having laid claim to the sover-

eignty of provinces, not one inch of
whose territory was in its possession, al-
though the loan was contracted on their
part also. It was all very well for Itur-
bide to say what he did in his letter to
Mr. Quin, because, in the event of a
miscarriage, he iasures to himself a more
favorable reception, if he should return
to this country, than he could etherwise
hope to experience: By way of conso-
lation to the holders of Mexican sezuri-
ties, we can (ell ‘them, that in the event
of Iturbide’s success, not one farthing
of the Loan will ever be paid!

We understand that Geoeral [turbide,
before leaving this country for America,
had prepared for publigation a statement
of the causes which led to his attainment
of supreme power in Mexico, and of the
events which preceded, accompanied,
and followed his abdication. This work
has been translated into English, and
will appear in a week or ten days.
