La Fayette was born at Auvergne, in
Frauce, in the year 1757 -=consequently,
he 1s now 67 years old. The inhabitants
of that province, from early times, have
been distinguished for their boldness and

love of independence; and the family
of La Fayette were equally distinguish-
ed for their fearless spirit, and chiva!-

gle with the giant power of Great Bri-
tain. He resolved to visit us and draw
his virgin sword 1n our cause; and at the
age of 19, he embarked in a ah:r fur-
nished at his own expense, and landed at
Charleston, S. C. in January, 1777, He
was not a desperate adventurer, whose
embarrassed affairs at home deprived him
of the means of enjoying life, and there-
fore, was willing to risk all under a sel-
fish hope of bettering his own private
condition. He was born to a princely
fortune. He was surrounded by rela-
tives and friends, and had been blessed
even thus early in life with conjugal Jove.
He bid adieu to his native land, te rela-
tives and friends, and to the tender and
interesting partner of his bosom—to all
the pleasures & amusements which were
presentegh to him in the “gay regions
and vine-covered hills of France,” to

join in the glorious contest for liberty 1n.

the colonies of America. He immediate-
ly entered the army and served as a vol-
unteer, until the 31st of July following,
when he was commissioned by Congress
a Major General, “in consequence of
his zeal, and his illustrious family eon-
nexions,” He distinguished himself on
various occasions, and particularly at
the battle of Brandywine, where he was
engaged in the hottest of the combat,

and when wounded, refused to quit the
field. On the 25th of November follow-

ing, he attacked and re‘pul_sed a body of
Hessians with an inferior force, for
which he was ‘entrusted with a suitable
command. [n 1779 he returned to
France, on a visit; and soon alter reach-
ing Paris, a sword was prgsented him by
the American Minister, in the name of
Cnngresa. While there, he used _all his
influence with the Government in the
cause so near his heart, and succeeded
In gaining their countenance and assis-
tance. He returned again, and landed
at Boston, with large reinforcements,
in 1780. In 1781 he wasordered to the
south with a separdte and indepeudent
command, for the purpose of driving Ar-
nold out of Virginia; but failed in his
object, for want of the co-operation of
the Freuch fleet. He was of great ser-

King finally fled, his flight was attribut-
ed to him. And the lging having been
taken at Varennes, the Royalists turned
on him from one side, and Marat and his
party accused him of treachery on the
other., His life was even attempted by a
ruthan who was suffered to escape un-
punished. When the Constitution was
adopted, he resigned his command, on
which oceasion a gold medal and a bust

In 1792 he was given the command of
the army of the centre near Ardennesi—
On seeing, however, the wanton and
unnecessary indignities offered the King,
he caused remonstrances to be forward-
ed from the difterent corps of the army.

T'he military once more opened their
arms to receive him, and asked to be led
against the Jacobin Club, the authors of
all the injuries of which he complained.
T'his offer, from a generous desire to pre-
vent the effusion of blood, he refused,
while he propnsed to the King, at the
same time to throw himself upon the ar-
my for pretection; but the imbecility and
distrust of Louis prevented him from ac-
ceding to the offer.
