Thunder Storm.—On Friday, New

York was visited by a thunder and hail
storm of unusual violence. The clouds

seemed a long time  gathering in the
northwest, and the thunder though dis-

tant, rolled heavily along for more than
an hour previous to the b irsting of the
storm. At about half past 1, a gale com-
menced, which was soon followed by vi-
vid flashes of lightning, accompanied in

_ claps of thunder
which shook the whole city. The rain

poured down as though “the windows of
heaven” were again opened, and the tor-
rents of water foamed and tumbled down
the descending streets like rivers pre-
paring to leap from the cataract. Many
of the streets were so entirely overflow-
ed that the water rushed into the cellars.
F'his was particularly the case in Broad
street, the lower part of Pine street and
Maiden Lane, where the sewers were
utterly inadequate to catry off the wa-
ter, and even in some of the cellars in
Wall street, much inconvenience was
experienced fiom the water. About the
middle of the first gust, an explosion of
the electric fluid took place, which seem-
ed to envelope the city in flames, ac-
companied by an instantaneous and tre-
mendous crash of thunder, which struck
the chimney of the store of Messrs.
Hoyt & Tom, 45 South street, one side
of which it broke down, thence descend-
ed to the roof, where it took off the
slates, and took a course to the interior
of the store. In the upper lofts was a
quantity of Manilla hemp, which was set
on fire, but the flames were immeédiately
discovered and extinguished. Several
persons in the neighbourhvod were stun-
ned hy the shock, and a young man in
a store in the reatr on Front street, was
knocked down. Two cart-horses stand-
ing in front of the stor¥y were also
knocked down. The direction of the
lightning from the lofts, could not be
traced. A portion of the electric fluid
entered the chimney apd setit on fire,
driving the soot down and ‘scatterm¥ it
over the counting room, which was filled
with a sulphurous smell. No person
was injured. Attracted by the iron
presses in this office, the whole frames of
them seemed for the nstant merged in
liquid fire. For about {en minutes the
hail descended sharply, and as the wind
shifted two or three times during the
storm, if it extended much in the coun-
try, it is probable that serious damage
has been done, Thestorm was net felt
above the highlands <V ¥.
