Her yards were manned to the
round tops , with about 200 seamen frou
the Constitution, who made an elegant
appearance, and a battalion of marines
under the command of Major Smith,
was on beard with a‘band of music, an«
many of the naval officers upon this sta-
tion, together with severai ladies and
private gentlemen.

_Arrived at the place of rendezvous,

On the right of the Robert Fulton, about
a length in the rear; was the Bellona, and
on lett the Henry Eckford, ina station
to correspond; and the squadron was clo-
sed by the Olive Branch and Nautilus,
The signals exchanged, and the steam
boats having attained their stations, as
above stated, the squadron got under
way, amidst the cheers of thousands
of delighted spectators. The view of
this fleet will perhaps never be forgotten.
It was not only unique, but beyond a
doubt one of the most splendid specta-
cles ever witnessed on this part of the
globe. The squadron,bearing six thou-
sand of our fellow citizens, majestically
took i1ts course towards Staten [sland,
there to take on board our long expect-
ed and honored guest. At 1 o’clock the
the fleet arrived at Staten Island, and
in a few minutes a Landau was seen ap-
proaching the Hotel, near the ferry.

- After the ceremony of embracing and
Mﬁgrajulaﬁd"ns were over, he sat down
alongside of Col. Willet, who grew young
again and fought all his battles o’er.—
“Do yon remember,” said he, “at the bat-
tle of Monmouth; I was velunteer aid to
Gen, Scott? Isaw you in the heat of bat-
tle. You were but a boy, but you were
a serious and sedate lad.  Aye, aye; I
remember well. Anad ‘on the Mohawk,
[ sent you fifty Indians, and you wrote
me, that they set up such a yell that they
frightened the British horse, and they
ran one way and the Indians another.”

No person who witessed this interview
will ever forget it; many an honest tear
was shed on the occasion.. The young
men retired at a little distance,while the
venerable soldiers were indulging recol-
lections, and were embracing each other
again and again; and the surrounding
fouth they dropt the tear they could no
onger réstrala. Such sincere, such hor-
est feelings, were never more plainly or
truly expressed. The sudden changes
of the countenance of the Marquis, plain-
ly evinced the emotions he endeavored
to suppress. He manfully supported
this truly trying situation for some time,
when a revolutionary story from the
venerable Willet, recalled circumstan-
ces long passed: the incident the friend
allued to made the Marquis sigh; and
his swelling heart was relieved when he
burst into tears. The sympathetic feel-
ings extended to all present; and e-

ven the hardy tar rubbed away'the tear
be could no longer restrain,

—“Quis temperet a lacrymis tallea fando.”

The scene was too affecting to be con-
tinued, one of the Cincinnati, anxious
to divert the attention of the Marquis,
his eyes floating with tears, announced
the near apptoach of the steam ship,—
The Marquis advanced to the quarter
railing, where he was no sooner per-
ceived by the multitude, than an instan-
taneous cheer most loudly expressed the
delight they experienced. The other
steam boats in succession presented
themselves, and passed, each giving
three enthusiastic cheers. The Marquis
was delighted, and especially with the
activity and quickness with which 200
of our gallant seamen manned the yards
of the steam. frigate, previous to the sa-
lute. About two o’clock, P. M. the fleet
arrived off the Battery. What an im-
pressive scene—3000 men making a
splendid appearance, formed in line with
a batterihg train. The ramparts and
parapets of the Castle were lined with
ladies and gentlemen. The flag-staff,
the windows and even the roofs of the
houses facing the Bay, were literally
crowded with spectators. Hundreds of
boats and wherrys sarréounded the Bat-
tery., The Marquis left the Chancellor
in a barge commanded by Capt. Rogers,
of the Navy, accompanied by the Com-
mittee of the Corpuration, and the Cin-

.y

clamations of 30,000 people, whe filled
the Castie, Battery, and surrounding

fully carperted trom the landing to the
receiving rooms. He here partook of
some refréshment, and was introduced
to some distinguished citizens. Perceiv-
ing the restless anxiety of nearly 3000
persons in the Castle; to see the Gene-
ral, the Marquis advanced to the centre
of the area of the Castle, and was greet-
ed with loud cheers; expressive of as
honest dnd generous feelings as were
aver spontaneously marifested by any
people on the lace of the earth. -

An officer from Gen. Benedict now
announced to Geen. Morton; all was rea-
dy for the review,’and the Marquis, sup-
[wrted by the Major Generals, and fol-
owed by the Committee, officers of the
navy and army, and militia, reviewed
the troops. A gun now anntunced the
order to march, and the General entered
a beautifal barouche, drawn by four gray
horses; and the whole cavalcade moved
in the direction of the City-Hall.

The assemblage of citizens, indeﬁ,

peudent of the military, at the Battery,
in Castle Garden, in State street, thro’
Broadway, and in the vicinity of the
City Hall, was immwense; and from the
respectability and order of the persons
composing 1t, splendid and interesting
beyond deseription. Through this dense
and towering tost, (for the door, case-
ments, railiugs, windews, chimneys, and
turrets of the buildings, were hung with
spectators,) the General was conveyed
in a barouche and four horses, followed
and proceeded by the La Fayette Guards
through the whole disfance to the City
Hall, which 18 near a mile; The General
rode uncovered, and received the up-
ceasing shouts and the congratulations
of 50,000 freemen, with tears and smiles
which ‘bespoke how deeply he felt the
pride and glory of the occasion. The
ladies, from every tier of windows, wav-
ed their white handkerchiefs, and hun-
dreds, unloesed by their fair owners,
were seen floating in the air. He was
evidently much embarrassed and even
afilicted, with the conflictingand power-
ful sensibilities which were mlﬁad up
and kept i action by the continued and
universal demonstrations of love, which
proceeded [rom every age, sex, and con-

Un the steps of the City Hall were as-
sembled havine a space 1n the centre, a
great number of Ladies, many of whom
stepped forward and gave. the General
their hands as he passed along. 'The
general enthusiasm also extended to the
children of all ages; the name of the
Hero continually réveberated from their
lips, giving to Fayette a heart appealing
evidence; thathis memory has been hal-
lowed 4t every family altar, and that
future generations as” well as this, will
be familiar with his name, and echo his
praises. After his return to the City
Hotel, he had the extraordinary conde-
scension aud good, feeling to come
out and shake hands with 6 or 700 Ame-

rican youth the future conservatories of

his fame. - This circumstance has plant-
ed in the minds of these little ones, the
strongest affection for the man, which
will go with them through life, and en-
dure till its close.

The Marquis was conducted by the
Committee to the Common Ceuncil
Chamber, where the Corporation were
assembled. The members of the Com-
mon Council rose on his entrance, and
upon being presented by the Chairman,
Alderman Zabriskie, to the Mayor, his
honor addressed him in the following
speech:——

General==In the name of the munici-
pal authority of the city, I bid you a sin-
cere welconie to the shores of a country,
of whose freedom and happiness you

will ever be considered one of the most

honored and beloved founders.

Your only contemporaries in arms, of

whom indeed but few remain, have not
forgot, and their pestérity will never for-
ret, the youna and cArLrant Frenxdy-
man who consecrated his youth, his ta-
lents, his fortune, and his exertions to
their cause—=who exposed his life—who

shed his blood that they might become

free and happy. They will recollect
with profound emotions, so long as they
remain worthy of the liberties they én-
you made to obtain
them, that you came to them in the dark-
est period of their struggle—that you

linked your fortune with theirs, when
it seemed almost hopeless—that you

shared in the dangers, privations and
sufferings of that bittet strugole, nor
quitted them for a mement, till 1t was
consummated on the glorious field of
Yorktown.—Half a century has elapsed
since that great event, and in that time
your name has become as dear to the
friends, as inseparably “connected with
the cause of freedom, in the old, as in
the new world. The people of the Uni-
ted States look up to you as one of their
most honored parents—the country
cherishes you as one of the most belov-
ed of her sons: I hope and trust, Sir,
that ot only the present, but the future
conduct of my countrymen, the latest
period of time, will, among other slan-
ders, relute the unjust imputation that
Republics are always ungrateful to their
benefactors,

In behalf of my fellow citizens of N.
York, and speaking the warm and uni-
versal sentiments of the whole people of

the U. States, I repeat your welcome
to our common country.

Permit me to add that the moment of
my life, to which I shall look back with
the great pleasuré and pride, will be that
in which 1t fell to my lot to be an organ
for expressing, however feebly, a Na-
tion’s gratitude. =

Sir=--While I am so affectionately re-
ceived by the Citizens of New-York;
and their worthy representatives, | feel
myself overwhelmed with inexpressible
emotions. The sight of the American
shore, after so long an absence; the re-
collection of the many respected friends
and dear companions, no more to be
found on this land; the pleasure to re-
cognize those who have survived; this
immense concourse of afree Republican
population, who so kindly welcome me;
the admirable appearance of the troops,
the presence of a corps of the National
Nﬁv’y; have excited sentithénts to wh:ch
no human language can be adequate.—
You have been pleased, sir, to allude to

the happiest times, the unallayed enjoy- |

ments of my public life; it is the pride
of my heart to have been one of the ear-
liest adopted Sons of America. Iam
proud also to add, that upjvardg of 40
years ago, 1 have been particularly hon-
ored with the freedom of this city. 1
beg you, Mr. Mayor, 1 beg you, Gentle-
men, to accepty Ives, and to trans-
mit to the citizens of New-York, the
homage of my profound and everlasting
gratitude, devotion and respect.
