Messrs. Editors,

I remember to have seen a friendly
address to the citizens of Cambridge,
dated August, 1808, subscribed Philo
Civis, and published in an Easton paper,
on the subject of a certiin species of a-
musément, sald to be practiscd by our
citizens at that time under the appella-
tion of hog raising, by which (I per-
cetved by the piece) was meant an emu-
lation to excel in the art of putting pigs
in a pen, at or néar your breakfast room,
OF bed rootn, or sufficiently near your
dwelling, to be fed by old wives or some
Other corruptible materials of animal or
vegetable matter, to promote the great-
est possible growth, of the greatest pos-
sible numbery in the greatest possible
filth, with the fewest possible deaths a-
rising therefrom, to your family, friends
and neighbours: upon which result it
was seriously stated that maby heavy
bets, bushe!s ol potatoes, tats,.toad fish,
and old wives had been hazarded and
earnestly contested. My indignation
was justly excited by so gross an impu-
tation: but in what terms shall we de-

nounce the present actual realization of

this ludicrous charge upon the citizens
of Cambridge, when we see the game
now playing to an extent most serious
and most solemn: disseminating the
seeds of disease, death and destruction

rom the hands of an obtuse nerved,
cold and hardened few, among the fa-
milies and friends of the many who pos-
sess teelings and sensibilities, to sympa-

thize with the suffering victims of folly.
_4_;!11& deadly influence of the scorch-
ing suns of August, in our climate, mani-
fests itself in the deciduous aspect of
all animal and wvegetable life; and a

marks the face of nature: That the na-
tural and usual causes, a miasmatous,
and contamindted atmosphere, produced
