CIDER.—The apples which fall early
should be gathered, and ground for im-
mediate use and for vinegar. The fall
apples should be suffered to remain on
the trees till ripe, and then be housed
till they become mellew. They should
be sorted before they are ground, and all
dirt and rotten apples carefuliy removed.
let your mill, press, vats, barrels, &c.
be all perfectly sweet, and let the juice
stand in the pomace twelve hours, or
more, which will give the cider a better
colour and render it richer. -As soon as
the cider is worked, let it be racked in-
to clean casks, or I)ottles; 'dl'ld, i a part
of the cider must be distilled, (which
however 1s very apt to lead to intempe-
rance,) add a few quarts of brandy to a
barrel of the cider, and it will tend great-
ly to preserve it.

Look aiound you and see if you can-
not take some measures toimpiove your
farm. Can you not drain the wet parts
of it, and lead in streams upon the dry:
remove stumps, stones, &c. build walls;
plant hedges which may supply the want
of materials for fencing; or prepare a
place for compost. Can you not make

a large stack of ferns or brakes,in or

near your barnyard, which you may cut
down next winter, as fast as the cattle
will tread it into the dung; auvd with
which veu mway litter your stables, hog-
sties, &c. Ferns make the very best of
manure. Gather the seeds that are first
ripe, and preserve them care'ully. Seed
corn may be gathered in the held. Raise
your own seeds, and you will know their
quality. Do not cut cornstalks till the
kernel is perfectly filled and somewhat
hard. Break up green sward which 18 to
be tilled next year. Shut up hogs for

fatting. Sow winter grain, if you have
not done it. Give due attention to the

meetings of Agricultural Svcieties; and
get a premium il you can.

COWS.—Keep no more cows than
you can keep well—one cow well fed will
produce as much milk as two indifferent-
ly treated, and more butter; and if the
cow be wintered badly, she will rarely
recover,during the succeeding summer,
so as to become profitable to the feeder.
Cows should, by all weans, be housed
in extreme weather, and particularly
those which give wilk, or a failure in
the quantity of milk will be experienced.
Wherefore, instead of keeping 20 cows
poorly fed, and but halt of them stabled,
sell 10, and give the remaining 10 feed
to an amount equal to what the 20 ori-
ginally consumed; procure cotstant sta-
bling for them,and you will find that you
will receive quite as much milk and but-
ter in return, as was derived from the
former mode ol treating 20.—~Sweet po-
tatoes, carrots, pumpkins, and ground
oats, are unquestionably among the first
articles of tood for wilch cattle; they
occaston the milk and butter to assume
a fine flavour and colour, as well as an
increase ol quantity.
