New source of Wealth.~A petition
has been presented to Congress from
the inhabitants of the state of Missouri,
stating that a commerce has been carried

on between them and the interior provin-

ces of Mexico, which they state to be
naturally dependent on the Mississippi

valley—that the Rio Grande which pene-

trates these regions is incapable of navi-
gation, being obstructed with sand be-
tween the Pass of the Gulph. Vera
Cruz is therefore made the port of entry,
and the over land journey between this
place and Coaquilla, Sonora, Sinaloa, a
distance of 2000 miles, is made on the
backs of mules, crossing sterile deserts,
ascending high mountains often infested
by robbers. San Blas, situated at the
mouth of St. Jago, is much nearer than
Vera Cruz to the internal provinces, but
2,000 miles of ocean must be traversed,
Cape Horn doubled, and the same over-
land journey must be made by mules—
500 miles to Durango—1000 to Chuahua
and 1500 to St Foe, before an English-
man or an American can avail himself

of this commerce.—~The merchants of .

the Mississippi valley therefore, aided
by the noble river whose waters flow
from these internal provinces, enter into
the competition with singular advanta-
ges. ‘The route from the Mississippi
frontiers to St. Fée and Chihuahua is
but 700 miles over a levek country, pass-
able by carriages, and is shorter than the
route from Missouri to Philadephia. In
the month of May last, a caravan of 82
men, 42 pack horses and 23 four wheel
carriages set out and accomplished the
expedition. The profit made on this
adventure was $130,000. The petition-
ers solicit Congress to afford them pro-
tection agaiust the Indians inhabiting
the intermediate country, by roads, sta-
tions, ageuncies and treaty stipulations;
