This day Parliament assembled for the
despatch of business, and, as the state of
his Majesty’s health was not such as ren-
dered 1t advisable for nim to undergo
the fatigue of opening the session in
person, the Royal Speech was delivered
by the Lords Commissioners, appointed
for that purpose. |

The Lurtrs Commissioners took their
seats on the woolsack at half past two,
when the House of Commons being sum-
moned to attend, the Speaker, accompa-
nied by a great many members, appear-
ed below the bar.

The lord chancellor having read the
commission by which théir lordships
wereappointed to represent his Majesty
on the occasion, the noble and learned

| lord then proceeded to deliver the fol-
1 lowing

SPEECH.
“My Lords and Gentlemen—We are

cvaprued UX ‘I_IIE maje:gty to express
to you the gratification Whitn s aiajeo

ty derives from the continuance and pro-
gressive increase of that public prosperi-
ty upon which his wmajesty congratulated
you at the opening of the session of par-
liament.

There never was a period in the histo-
ry of this country, when all the great in-
terests of the nation were sat the same
time in so thriving a condition, or when
a feelingof content and satisfaction was
more widely diffused throughout all
classes of the British people.

It 1s no small addition to the gratifica-
tion of his Majesty, that Ireland is par.
ticipating in the general prosperity.

The outrages, for the suppression of
which extraordinary powers were con-
fided to his majesty, have so far ceased,
as to warrant the suspension of the ex-
ercise of those powers in most of the
districts heretofore disturbed.

Industry and gommercial enterprize

are extending themselves in that part of
the united kingdom.

It is therefore the more to be regret-
ted, that associations should exist in
ireland which have adopted proceedings
with the spirit of the constitution, and
calculated, by exciting alarm and ex-
asperating animosities, to endanger the
peace of society, and to retard the course
of national improvement.

His Majesty relies upon your wisdom
to consider, without delay, the means of
applying a remedy to this evil.

His Majesty further recommends to
you the renewal of the inquiries institu-
ted last session intothe state of Ireland.

His Majesty has seen with regret, the
interruption of tranquility in ludia, by
the unprovoked aggression and extrava-
gant pretensions of the Burmese go-
vernment, ,which rendered hostile op-
erations against that state unavoidable.

It is, however, satisfactory to find
that none of the other native powers
have manifested any unfriendly dis-
position, and that the bravery and con-
duct displayed by the forces aleeady
employed against the enemy, afford the
most favorable prospect of a successlul
termination of the contest.

His Majesty has directed to be laid be-
fore you, copies of arrangements whigh
have been entered into with' the king-
doms of Denmark and Hanover, forim-
proving the commercial intercourse be-
tween those states and the United King-
dom.

A treaty, having for its object the
more effectual suppression of the slave
trade, has been concluded between: his
Majesty and the King of Sweden; and
a copy of which treaty, as soon as the
ratification shall have been exchanged,
his Majesty will direct to be laid belore
you.

Some difficulties have arisen with re-
spect to the ratification of the treaty for
the same object, which was negociated
last year between his Majesty and the
United States of America. 'T'hese diffi-
culties, however, his Majesty trusts, will
not finally impede the conclusion of so
beneficial an arrangement.

In conformity to the declarations which
have been repeatedly made in his Ma-
jesty’s name, his majesty has taken mea-
sures for confirming by treaties the com-
mercial relations already subsisting be-
tween this Kingdom and the countries
of America which appear to have estab-
lished their separation from Spain. So
soon as these treaties shall be completed,
his Majesty will direct copies of them to
be laid before you.

His Majesty commands us not to con-
clude without congratulating you upen
the continued improvement in the state
of the agricaltural interests, the solid
foundation of our national prosperity;
nor without informing you, that evident
advantage has been derived from the re-
lief which you have reccntliy given to
commerce by the removal ol inconven-
ient restrictions.

His Majesty recommends to you to
persevere (as circumstances may allow)
in the removal of similar restrictions—
and his Majesty directs us to assure
you that you may wely upon his Ma-
jesty’s cordial co-operation in fostering
and extending that commerce, which

LATEST FROM GREECE.

At the moment of the departure of
the Sally Ann, arrived at Boston from
Smyrna, Captain Edes had positive in-

SYRA, December 15—We have just
received fresh advices from the Morea.
