A writer in the Easton Star, over the
signature of Tarcomep proposes a few
alterations in the Constitution and Laws
of Maryland, by way of recommending
himself to the good opinion of the peo-
ple. He wants the Clerks of Courts,
and Registers of Wills, &c. all to be
elected by the people every six years.

He wishes the direct tax dispensed
with, as the times are too hard for the
people to pay it.

He wants the bank steck sold, to make
up any deficiency that might thereby oc-
cur in the treasury. “Place the state in
the same relation to the people, as an
individual to his creditors. If he has
not sufficient running cash to answer the
demands on him, he disposes of proper-
ty to raise it; let the state do the same

thing, sell a portion of bank stock if ne-

cessary now, and replace it at a more:

prosperous time.”
But, not exactly like this neither, he
thinks it would be a better scheme to

starve the public officers and replenish
the treasury out of their retrenched sal-
aries. The Judges of the courts, he

would reduce twenty-five per cent, by
which $8000 would be saved at once ;
K500 from the clerk of the council; Trus.
tee for bank stock, he would abolish as
useless, and make the Treasurer do that

business, “and refund part of his salary
too,”” &c.

To my mind now, the right radical no-
tion would be to abolish the court, sans
cerimonie, and thereby we should get
rid of a host of odious officers and ex-

penses both at once, and some of us that
are over head and ears in debt, and oth-
ers that are net over scrupulous in mat-

ENGLAND—HOLY ALLIANCE.

[ From the ( Paris) Courier Francais,
January S1. ]

“« The English journals say, that the
army is to be augmented, and the Courier
speaks in a firm and resolute manner,
indicating that the English Government
is ready to dare all the consequences of
the displeasure of the continental cab-
inets. Our ministerial journals show a
warlike spirit. The Etoile says that the
governments of the north, in conjunction
with the French government, are resoi-
ved not to acknowledge the new States
of S. America. Reports of war have,
in fact, been circulated on change. Is
there, however, any imminent dagger
of war ? If the anger of Fauxbourg
Saint Germain, and of the Jesuits, were
effectual on us, the question would not
be doubtful. But Mr. Canning neither
fears them nor the genius who dwells in
the new palace, in the Rue de Rivoli
(M. de Villele.)

¢ What can the Holy Alliance do
against England ? On w{;at peoint could
they attack her where she is not ready
to resist > She has squadrons 1n every

quarter of the globe, and #at*the end of

three months, not one of the attacking
powers would retain a single vessel at
sea. The English government would
be supported in such a war by the whole
nation. Would the Holy Albance find
the same support from their subjects,
when their interest is connected with the
interest of England? Even Russia, with
her millions of men, and her fleet de-
stroyed, what can she do against Kng-
land? Is war then, probable ; isit even
possible? England may be cursed, hated,
threatened, but she will not be attacked.
The instructions of Prince Wolkonski
are said to be not at all hostile—Russia
does not desire war, and feels all the
advantagesof immoveability of the Kuro-
pean statu quo, by means of which,
abuses have been revived, and so many
meliorations destroyed. Principles may
dictate war, but principles are only obey-
ed by Cabinets when they accord with
their interest aud safety; whenever they
do not accord, the latter are always vic-
torious over principles.

The Quotidienne says, “that the deci-
sion of the British cabinet, concerning
America, has been officially communicat-
ed, by Lord Granville, to the French go-
vernment, and that a messenger was
instantly sent to Madrid with the intel-
ligence. The Ambassadors of the Holy
A%Iiance, at Paris, sent similar commu-
nications to the charges d’Affairs of
their Courts at Madrid. All these com-
munications contain sentiments of anger
at the hurried proceedings of Eopgland.
Undoubtedly, fresh instructions from
their cabinets will make them, in union.”
We do not know what means Spain
will employ to support her rights, but
it is certain that England has now adop-
ted a system of policy in direct opposi-
tion to that of the Holy Alliance. Such
a determination vexes the men of the
ancient regime, and embarrasses the
Ministers who are paid to embrace
either party. The Quotidienne shows
a disposition to intimidate England, and
threaten her with the Holy Aliiance
interfering to settle the dispute between
Spain and her colonies. But if the Holy
Alliance is strong by its union, will not
England, in case of a war from this cause,
find powerful alliest The President of

the United States has pointed out, in
his late message, the. part he would be
disposed to take.

CUBA—INTERESTING.
Our Havana papers, to the 5th of the

present month, have been examined by
a friend well versed in the Spanish lan-
guage. He says, they show that the
public mind in the Island of Cuba is in a

state of fermentation, which will proba-
bly be shortly brought to a crisis.

The “Diario de la Havana” of the

27th February contains the decree of
Ferdinand, dated Saredon, Ist August

1824, against secret societies. This de-
cree was put in force at Havana the 25th.

February last, and is as follows.

“ Article 1. All secret societie_s what-
ever, of free masons, Carbonari or o-

thers, are prohibited now and forever.

2. Those who belong or did belong to
any lodge or other secret society, are to
declare the same to the proper authori-
ties—designate the lodge or lodges, de-
nounce their associates and give up theur
diplomas, jewels, &c. &ec.

5. Those who continue to belong to
said societies, and do not make the requi-
red declaration are declared to be guilty
of high treason.

6. 'The attestation of several witness-
es to the same fact_shall be considered as
full proof of the guilt of the accused.

4. 5. 7. 8.and 9. Point out the mode
of proceeding against the offenders.

10. All persons holding any office of
trust or profit under the government
shall,previous to their entering on the dis-
charge of their respective duties, make
oath & declare, that they do not nor ever
have belonged to any lodge, secret society,
either of free masons or ¢thers whatever;
and that they deny the absurd principle
that the people have the right of chang
ing or altering the established forms ol
government,

ernment, or to the partizans of the con-
stitution; or any persons belonging there-
to, or who may be accused of seducing
others to enter into any prohibitea asso-
ciations or society. This decree 1s
grounded on the royal deeree of 13th
Jan 1824,issued by Ferdinand,“the more
effectually to preserve his dominions 1n
America from the horror and ruin with
which they are menaced by the unloyal
spirit of reform.”—Balt. Amer.

Colombian Republic.—~The New-York
Evening Post says, “Letters are stated
to have been received in this city, from
Santa’ Martha, announcing the arrival
there of a vessel with the British agent,
empowered by his government to recog-
nise the independence of the Republic.
An express was immediately despatch-
ed for Bogota with the gratifying intelli-
gence.

MILITIA LAW,

An JAdditional Supplement to the act, en-
titled, An act toregulate and discip-
line the Militia of this State.

Secerion 1. Be it enaeted bythe Gen-
eral Assembly of Maryland, That each
Brigadier General or commanding officer
of a brigade shall appoint a day of meet-
ing, exercise and inspection in the month
of September, each year, in regiment
or battallion, andit shall be the duty of
the brigade inspector to attend and in-
spect the same, giving thirty days previ-
ous notice thereof to the commanding
officers of regiments, extra battalions,
or independent volunteer companies.

2. JAnd be it enacted, 'That the brig-
ade inspector after such meeting, report
to the general commanding, the efficient
strength, equipment and condition of
each regiment or battalion, designating
the strength and condition of each com-
pany; the brigade inspector to make said
report within two weeks after such meet-
ing, under a penalty not exceeding the
sum of fifty dollars, nor less than five
dollars, to be inflicted by a court mar-
tial, under such provisions as this act
prescribes. |

3, JAnd be. it enacted, That all other
meetings and musters of the militia are
dispensed with, except one annual meet-
ing of the commissioned officers for dnll
and exercise, which meeting shall be on
the last Saturday in April at ten o’clock,
A.M. and two company meetings annual-
ly, one in the month of May and one in
the month of August; the captains or
commanding officers of companies shall

sed to issue subpenas to J)rucure the at-

tendance of witness, and every court-
martial shall have power and authority

to issue attachment directed to such

persons as they may appoint, against all
and every person or persons who shall
neglect or refuse, on being duly summon-
ed to attend to give evidence, and fine
such person in any sum not exceeding
ten dollars; the person serving such at-
tachment to be compensated as the coart
may deem reasonable; all fines so collec-
ted after defraying such expences, to be
retained by the commaidding officer for
the payment of incidental expences.

14. And be it enacted, That any offi-
cer who shall disobey the orders of his
commanding officer under the provisions
of the militia laws of this state, or who
shall neglect or refuse to attend any
court-martial at the time and place ap-
pointed, shall be cashiered the service,
or fined at the discretion of a court-mar-
tial, in any sum not exceeding one hun-
dred dollars, nor less than five dol-
lars, unless he can give a reasenable ex-
cuse to the court for such non attendance
or neglect; any oflicer of the militia who
shall hereafter disobey any orders from
the adjutant geueral’s office, authorized
by the commander in chief, shall be la-
ble to the penaities of this law.

15. And be it enacted, 'I'hat the Exe-
cutive of this state,shall,whenever he may
deem it expedient for the public service,
organize and appoint battalions and regi-
ments of volunteer corps, whenever ap-
plication for such is made, under the
sanction of the general commanding
where said battalions er regiments are
raised and to be organized.

16. JAnd be it enacted, That the offi-
cer ordering a court martial, shall be the
plantiff in all proceedings for the re-
covery of fines and forfeitures imposed
under the act to regulate and discipline
the militia of this state and the several
supplements thereto, and that the decis-
ion of a court martial shall be final and
conclusive, as to the amount of fine and
forfeiture.

17. JAnd be it enacted, 'That any per-
son removing into a county or district,
shall be liable to the provisions and pen-
alties of the militia laws of this state;
