PRESIDENT MONROE.

It certainly should be considered a-
mong the causes which the citizens ol

this Republic have for exultation, that

thuse who have successively administer-

ed our national government, have been
men of such elevated characters; and per-

haps the peculiar merits of our republic-
an institutions could not be better exhib-
ited, than by sketching the lives of those

patriots, and contrasting them with the
sovereigns of the old world.

* As our present national chief magis-
trate, who has so long and so faithfully
discharged the duties of this high station,
will retire from it in the course of a few
days, perhaps the following notice of his
public life may not be found uninterest-

ing. |

Mr. Monroe enfered the public service,
in 1776, at the early age ol 17, as a cadet
in Col. Mercer’s Virginia Regiment.—
Soon after, he received a Lieutenant’s
commission, and marched, under Col.
Weedon, to New-York, to join General
Washington. Wlhile holding this rank,
he was engaged in several important bat-
tles; Harlem Heights, White Plains,
and the attack on Trenton where he was
wounted and for his gallant conduct was
promoted to a captaincy. He was soon
after appointed Aid-de-camp to T.ord
Sterling, and continued in this station
through the campaigns of 1777 and 8, in

which he was engaged in the battles of

Brandywite, Germantown & Monmouth,
and was distinguished for his gallant con-
duct.

In 1778, at the recommendation of

Washington, he was appointed. by the

Virginia Legislature, to the command of

a regiment ordered to be raised, but as
the troops could net be turmshed, he ex-
changed the military for civil pursuits, &
entered his name, as a law student, with

Mr. Jefterson, the Governor of the State,
In 1782, he was elected a member ofthe
Assembly, and in the following year a
member of Cengress, and w:hlle in this
bady he was appointed one of the Judges

of the Special court, which was formed to
try the conflicting land titles, which were
then in dispute between New-York and
Massachusetts.

In 1787, he was again elected to the
State Legislature, and in the following

year a member of the convention, to de-

cide on the adoption of the Federal Con-
stitution.

[n 1790, he was elected as Senator of
United States, and at the expiration of
his term, was appointed by General
Washington, Minister Plenipotentiary to

France. After continuing there three
years, h sarecalled by government, in

o censure on his conduct
1ssion, but be fully vindica-
on his return and was linme-
red with testimonials of pub-
lic respect and confidence.

In 1799, he was chosen Governor of
Virginia, and served through the consti-
tutional term, when he was appointed by
President Jefferson, envoy extraordmary
and minister plenipotentiary to France
and Spain. Having succeeded in his
negofiations with France, he was appoint-
ed to succeed Mr, King, minister at the
court of St. James. After residing a
year in En%land,he visited Madrid, on
the original ebject of his mission to Spain,
and after a few months’ detention, return-
ed to Enzland, where he was afterwards
associated with Mr. Pinkney, in negotia-
ting a treaty with England.

In 1810, he was again elected member
of the Assembly, and alterwards Gover-
nor of the State, and while in this office,
he received the appointment of Secreta-
ry of State, and discharged the arduous
duties of this Department with ability, till

daring b

1817, when he was elected President of

the United States, and was afterwards
rechosen for the second term.

He is now about sixty six years of age,
all of which,excepting his period of child-
hood, and two or three years spent on his
farm, have been devoted to the public.
He came into power, before the nation
had recovered from the paralyzing effect
of the war, amidst the most violent com-
motions of party spirit and consequently
was exposed to the reproaches of the cen-
sorious ; but his administration has been
wisely and impartially conducted, and
his personal character has been so con-
ciliatory, that he has not only pleased his
friends, but has not displeased those who
were opposed to him. The character of
his administration has infused, into both
political parties a more candid & friend-
ly spirit towards each other,and were
this its only recommendation, it would
be deserving of high praise. But the
present honorable state of our loreign
relations, and the peace and prosperity
which preyail at howe, show the ability
with which President Monroe has dis-
charged the hlgh trust; and when he re-
tires from public life, may he carry with
him the blessings of his fellow citizens,
and long live to enjoy their gratitude.

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PRUNING FRUIT TREES.

Mr. Fessenden—Very different opin”
ions have prevailed respecting the best
season for pruning apple-trees. 1 believe
it to be injurious to prune them at any
season. l'en years ago I purchased a
farm with a large thrifty orchard, admit-
ted to be one of the best in town. 1t had
never been trimmed. Thinking to im-
prove it, I began with a very abundant
trimming. A judicious neighbor came
along, and observed that I should only
hurt my orchard by so close trimming,
and pointed to several orchards which
bad been much trimmed, and remarked
that they were, at an early period,in a
state of decay; and ten years observation

has proved to me the truth of the remark.

Trees that are set at proper distances
so as not to interfere with each other,
will not need much trimming, except to
cut off a few limbs that cross and chale
each other, dead limbs, and limbs that
droop by the weight of fruit, so as toren-

der passing under them difficult. 1f

the limbs become in any place too thick,
the superfluous will die. In that case
the limb_burdens and becomes very du-
rable, and when cut off;there is no dan-
ger of its rotting and leaving a hole in the
trunk.

The leave an orchard in this state, [
know may look slovenly. But too much
trimming is like too much doctoring. It
is sure to_destroy health, if not itself.

But if you trim, let it be i_n March or
April, agreeable to immemeorial custom.

ON THE PRESERVATION OF CABBAGE.

If the raising of vegetables is an object
to the farmer, their preservation will be
found no less so. I am convinced, from
a partial experiment, that the following
mndp of keeping cabbage will be found
useful. “After they are gathered, and
freed from their loose leaves and stalks,
that notliing remains bat the sound part
of the head, head them up in a tight cask.
By thus excluding them from the air,
they may be kept for a long time. Those
intended for the longest keeping should
be put into small casks, as they will soon
spoil when exposed to the air.
