P. E. has about 70 local preachers with-
in its circuit. It is understood, that they
will hold the next Annual Conference

for the Baltimore district in the city
of Anffapolis. It take- place early in
February, 1826.

Rapid Travelling—~—The rapidity of
our travelling, since the introduction of
steam-boats, is only ¢qualled by its
cheapness. By the advertisements which
appear in the various papers along the

route, we perceive that a journey from

Richmond, in Virginia, to Boston, tak-

ing in Washington, Baltimore, Philadel-

- phia, and New-York, can be accomplish-
~ed in about five days, and at a cost very

The dis-
tance, we believe, exceeds 700 miles.
The competition on the Hudson river,

~ says the National Journal, is such, that
a passage to Albany, in the opposition

line of steam-boats, is only three dollars.
A line of lighters has also been estab-
lished, to be towed by steam-boats,
which occupies about 24 hours in the
passage. These lighters are chiefly in-
tended for the transportation of merch-
andise; but passengers who choose this
mode on account of its superior safety
or econoiny, are taken at one dollar. A

recent Pittsburg paper mentions the ar-

rival there of a steam-boat, from the
Harmony establishment, in Illinois, a
distance of nearly 1100 miles, in six
days. Yeta few years, and we may see
the two-and-twenty degrees of latitude
which divide the nerthern limits of
Maine from the southern point of the
Floridas, traversed by a steam-boat, in
less time than it consumed, a few years
since, to travel from Washington to Bos-

HAYTIL—A letter from an emigrant
has been received and published by his
correspondent in Philadelphia. The wri-
ter states that part of the discontent ex-
pressed by the new settlers, arises from
their having agreed to proposals made
by individuals to cultivate land upon
shares without seéing the situation of the
soil, and without having made a proper
agreement; and thus wresting from the
government, viewing them as freemen,
the .power to dispose of and to place
them upon their own lands. The writer
further statesthat the grand cause of un-
easiness results from the strange and ri-
diculous ideas entertained by the emi-
grants themselves; that they look to the
sudden accumulation of fortune, net by
their own efforts, but the intervention of
the government in their behalf; that they
kad associated the incongruous ideas of
freedom and unbounded licentiousness:
a freedom separated from justice, order
and salutary zestraint; a freedom that
would allow to them indiscriminate ad-
mission into the social circles of the first
men in the country, and even into the
family of the President of Hayti; The
writer states that “the Government has
been and continues to be liberal beyond
any reasonable conception; in proof of
which I refer you to her many acts of
benevolence, among which I class her
late order to grant passports of all the
discontented emigrants who may apply,
without exacting that which is most just-
ly her due.” | :

He adds the following consoling evi-
dence for those dispesed to embark for
Hayti with reasonable expectations:—

“¢Of the thousands who have emigra-
ted, [ am persuaded that there is scarce-
ly a man, who came under the inftuence
of moderate and reasonable expectations,

and with a determination to persévere in
industry in order to lay a good founda-

tion for posterit’y, but has realized what
he anticipated.”

A letter has been received from Citi-

zen Granville, corroborating this state-
ment in all its essential parts. We shall
make but two extracts:

¢The high pretentions of some ser-
vants, who have 'not found here the re-
mains of splendid tables, & who thought
that with the old coats and boots of their
masters, they would be here gentlemen
and Lords, their disappointed vanity be-

“But the thing which has produced the
greatest evil to the emigration, 1s the dis-
satisfaction of a man, who, under the veil
of philanthropy,had brought here his pri-
vate.views and pians of fortune; we have
not acceded to them, we have Jisappoint-
ed his skill, his self love and his person-
al interest,and therefore we are good
for nothing, we have a bad government,
we have not fulfilled the promises we
had made to the emigrapts, we have not
given them lands already cultivated, we
have not given them three story houses,
we have not created for them planta-
tions, where reigns one eternal spring,
and where they ¢ould find cofee ready to
put into bags. I perceive that that this
subject begins to cxcite my anger, and 1
finish in assoring yeu that there are a-
mong the——is great hypocrites as
among the rest of mankind; they will
write against us; but the emigrants who
stay with as will answer for us with
their crops; as for ourselves, we are de-

cided to oppose the silence of contempt |

to all their diatribes”

If the Ottoman Porte
has determined to raise four large armies
ostensibly for the purpoese of subjugating
Greece, we are inclined to believe that
these preparations have been made more
to repress domestic rebellion, and to pre-
serve the crown upon his own head. A
conspiracy against the person &. govern-
ment of the Grand Seignior has been dis-
covered in Constantinople itsetf,& which
was only partially repressed at the date
of the latest advices.

INDIA.—<That the war now raging
between the English and the Burmese is
no trifling holiday sport, is evident from
the extensive preparationsmade by the
former power. - We learn from the last
arrival, the following intelligence—

“The East India Company are mak.
ing the most exteusive preparations to
send out reinforcements to India. About
seventy vessels, many of the largest di-
mensions, have been tendered to them to
carry out men and stores; the report is,
that 30,000.tons of shipping will be ta.
ken up by the Company. - T'he average
tenders are L15 per ton out and home,
and for the voyage out about the half.”

FROM FRANCE.—The Paris papers
received at New York by the ship Mon-
tano from Havre, are to the 24th, and
the Havre to the 25th March inelusive.
The extracts they contain from the Lon-
don papers have been anticipated.

We learn that the rumour of a secret
treaty between Spain and Russia, the
object of which has been presumed to be
the reduction of the South American re-
publics, has been disavowed in the St.
Petersbarg Journal; the object of Strat-
ford Canning’s journey to that place still
remains an unfathomable court mystery;
it is well remembered this was supposed
to have been a proposition made by Kn-
gland to join KRussia in recoguizing the
independence of Greece. We still have
accounts of the sur'render of Patras, and
by the most authentic intelligence which
we have yet received, the disturbances at
Constautinople have not yet subsided,

Accounts from Spain still represent
that peninsula in a state of the direst dis-
tress—In Cordova there has been a riot;
in Cuinea similar indications began‘to be
manifest, which were repressed ouly by
the presence of the military; the same

disturbances were created in Barcelona |

and Tarragona. 'The Generals com-

manding at 8t. Reque and Badajos state
that not only the inbabitants but the
troops likewise are revolting.

“the prior of Magaleza, in the pro-
vince of KEstremadoro, had scarcely
reached lis priory, when he imprisoned
34 nhabitants ot a town which hag not a
population of 500 souls, and drove away
J ecclesiastics. Persecution for politi-
cal opintons was unknown here 1ill the
new dignitary arrived.” All establish-
ments for the instruction of yovuth, form-
ed during the existence of the constitu-
tion, were 1o be suppressed, “their exis-
tence being incompatible with the sys-
tem of ignorance and fanaticism, which
the Jesuits are desirous should prevail
amongst us.”
