In mcest cases, they were
accepted with silent, but expressive sat-
isfaction-~in some cases with short and
happy ackinowledgements, one of which
occurs to us. On receiving the premi-
um for the best Devon Bull,in answer to
the General’s remarks on the importance
and indispensible agency of the animal,
to the fullness alike of the dairy and the
shambles, Mr. George Howard replied—
“As 1 will answer for myself, so 1 hope
that this bull will never disgrace the
Cow-pens.”*

The Society passed unanimously a
vote of thanks to General Macombd, for
the kind and highly acceptable wanner
in which he had complied with their re-
quest to deliver the premiums. The

roceedings of the day were very happi-

ADDRESS OF GENERAL RIDGELY,
Pronounced in the General’s absence, by
James Howard, Esq. secretary to the
society.

To the members of the Maryland Agri-
cultural Saceety,

GextLEMEN,~No circumstance ' has
recently occurred that causes me to feel
my continued indispesition with more
acute sensibility,than the necessity it im-
poses upon me of absenting myself from
the present meeting of the Agricultural
Soctety. [t is an institution in which 1
have always delighted, because of the
general good it is calculated to produce;
and it would have {iven me peculiar
pleasure to have thanked the members,
in person, for the honour they have unau-
imously conferred upon me, of electing
me their president. In accepting it, |
was actuated by the cheering hope, that
a return of health would soon enable me
to attend to the active duties of the ap-
pointment; and if able, those duties are
80 co;:tgenial to my habits, and my ambi-

tion, if I possess any, that they would
have been performeﬁftﬁ alacrity & plea-

sure. 'They shall engage as much of my
attention as 1 can, without danger, be-
stow upon them; and if 1 fird I cannot
fulfil the wishes of the society, 1 shall be
jusiified in resigning them into abler
hands. |
It must be evident to the members of
this seciety, as it is to every intelligent
observer, that the institution of societies
similar to our own, 1s producing incalcu-
lable benefits in all parts of the world,
where 'they exist. In Maryland, more
than in any state east of us, there was
room for improvement. In early times,
the cultivation of the soil was limited
principally to two staples, tobacco and
corn, which were great exhausters; and
the habits of our early planters led them,
as soon as a field was exhausted, to seek
for fresh soil, and totally to neglect their
worn out grounds. Good examples, the
extension of science, as applicase to
agriculture, and the emulation that
has been excited to improve and to ex-
cel, have effected a revolution in these
pernicious habits. We can now see, in
every direction, the restoration ol bar-
ren fields to a state of productive healthi-
ness. A course of cultivation is also

adcpted, whici is more favorable to the
preservation of soil; and a system of

general improvement is introduced,which
prouiises the most happy results to the
fortun.s, the morals, and the happiness

of our citizens.

The improvement too, every where
visible, in the breed of horses, horned
cattle, sheep and hogs, owes much ofgits
success to the emulation excited by ag-
ricultural societies, and the kmowledge
they have caused to De diffused by
their various publications on this sub-
ject. Much has been done.
cious dis tribution of premiums subserves
the purposes of the society in exciting
emulation,andsought to be persevered 1n.
Vhe wise and benevolent theorist finds
a reward in promoting the public good.
But the practical farmer and breeder
who aims not at literary fame, is encour-
aged by visible marks of public appro-
bztion. The success of tﬁis expedient
is the best argument for its continuance.

The present is, not inaptly, styled the
age of impmve_meut- The exhibition of
farming utensils and agricultural imple-
ments, on occasions like the preseunt, is
an interesting spectacle. Itis impossi-
ble to witness 80 many specimens of ori-
oinal invention, and so many prools ef

?ngunuity and skill in applymng the dis-
coveries of others to our owi soil and
situation, without feeling a glow of ad-
miration.

STALLIONS.

The committee to whom has been assign.-
ed the duty of awarding the several pre-
miums offered by the Maryland Agricul-
tural Society, for the best horses, beg
leave to reporf, that they have carefully
examined the many and various animals
exhibited for their inspection, and al-
though not without much deliberation
and hesitancy, have finally resolved up-
on the following awards:

For the best stallion adapted to get
horses for the saddle, they award the
premium of $15,to the sorrel horse own-
ed by Mr. Charles Carroll, Jr. of Carroll-
ton.

For the best do. adapted to get horses
for the quick draft, the premium of 15,
to Mr. Jacob Hollingsworth’s horse Ba-
shaw. |

For the second best do. the premium
of 10 dollars, to Mr. Thos. Lewis’s horse
Tom Jefterson.

For the best stallion adapted to get
horses for the slow draft, the premium
of 15 dollars, to Mr. Dall’s horse Stran-
ger.

For the second best do. the premium of
10 dollars, to Mr. George Mallonee’s:
horse Superior. T

The committee beg leave further to re-
present, that, holding the subject that
has been submitted to their attention, as
of primary importance to the community,
they are unwilling to dismiss it with the
bare distribution of the appointed pre-
miums; but would recommend to the con-
sideration of the public, several horses
and colts which were, from their particu-
lar ages or location, thrown out of the
competition.
