THE HOLY SEPULCHRE.

Having agreed with Father G. to visit
_the church of the Hely Sepulchre, we
went there in the evening, and passing
theough the court, entered the first lofty
apartment. There was a onard of Turks
in & recess just within the door, to whom
gvery pilgrim is obliged to pay a certain
sum for admission; but we were exempt-
ed from this tax. In the middle ‘of the
first apartment is a large matble slab,
raised above the floor. over which lamps
sare suspended: this is said to be the
space where the body of the Redeemer
was anointed and prepared for the sep-
alehre. Yeou then turn to the left, and
énter the large rotundo, which terminates
M a dome at the top. In the centre of

the floor stands the holy sepulchre; it 18

+ of an oblong form, and composed of a
~ wery fine reddish stone brought from the
~ Red Sea, that has quite the appearance

of marble. Ascending two or three low
steps and taking off your shoes, you en-
ter the first small apartment which is
floored with marble and the walls hned
with the same. In the centreis a low
shaft of white marble, being the spot to
which the angel rolled the stone from the
tomb and sat on it. You now stoop low
toeenter the narrow door that couducts
vou to the side of the sepulchre. The
tomb is of a light brown and white war-
ble, about six feet long and three feet
high, and the same number in breadth, be-
ing joined to the wall. Between the
sepulchre and the opposite wall,the space
is very confined, and not more than four
or five persons can remain in it at a fime.
The floor and the walls are of a beautiful
marble; the apartment is a square of
about seven feet, and a small dome rises
over it, from which are suspended twen-
ty seven large silver lamps richly chased
and of elegant workmanship,—presents
from Rome of the courts, and religious
orders of Enrope: these arc kept always
burning and cast a flood of light on the
gacred tomb, and the paintings hung over
it, one Romish and the other Greek, re-
presenting our Lord’s ascension and his
appeavance to Mary in the garden. A

Greek or Romish priest always stands |

here with the silver vase of Holy incense
in his hand, which he sprinkles over the
pilgrims. Wishing to see the behaviour
of these people, who came from all parts
of the world and undergo the severest
difficulties to arrive at this holy spot, we
remained for some time within it, and
the scene was very interesting. They
enteped, Armenians, Greeke, and Catho-
lics. of both sexes, with the deepest awe
and veneration, and nstantly fell on
their knees, some lifting. theic eyes to
ihe painting, burst into a flood of tears;
others pressed their heads j'.'ltll lervor on
the towb end seught to embraceit, while
the sacret incense fell in showers, and
was received with delight by all. It was
impossible for the looks and gesturcs ol
repentance, grief, and adoratiou, 10 be
apparentiy wmore heartielt and sincere
than on this ocCasion. Yet other [eel-
ings were admitted by some who took ad-

viutage af the custom of platillg beads |

and crosses en the tomb to be sanctified
by the holy ingense, to place a large heap
an it of these articies, which being sprink-
led and renderved inestimable, they alter-

pointed to various other offices, some of

which were responsible and‘f;gl\burtant:&,
he discharged the duties of all with great
ability and faithfolness, and with equal
advantage to his own reputation and the
public interest. In 1754, he was ap-
pointed a member of the board of commis-
sioners, which assembled at Albany, to
digest and coneert a plan of union for
the colonies, Shortly after this he was
chosen chief justice of the superior court
of the colony ef Rhode-Islands and in
755, he was elevated to the office of the

chief magistrate of the colony and con-
tinued in this dignified and mmportant
station, about eight years, but not in suc-
cession. He was, also, for several years,
chancellor ofithe college. At the com
mencement of the difliculties between
the colonies and Great Britain, govern-
or Hopkins took an .early, active, and
decided partin favour of the former.—
He wrote a pamphlet in - support of the
rights and claims of the colonies, cailed
“The Rights of the Colonies Examined;”
which was published by order of the
general assembly. He wasa member
of the immortal congress of 76, which
declared these states (then colonies)
to be “free, sovéreign, and independent;”
and his signature is attached to this sub-
lime and important instrument, which
has no example in the achives of nations.

Governor Hopkins was not only dis-
tinguished as a statesman aund patriot,
but as a man of business; having been
extensively engaged in trade and pavi-
gation, and also concerned in manufac-
tures and agriculture. He was &'deci-
ded advocate, and zealous supporter both
of civil and religious liberty; a firm pat-
riot, a friend to his country, and a pat-
ron of useful public institutions. He pos-
sessed a sound and discriminating mind,
and a clear and compreheusive under-
standing; was alike distinguished for
his public and private virtues, being an
able and faithful public officer, and an
eminently useful private citizen.

Governor Hopkius finished his long,
honourable, and useful life, on the =0th
July, 1783, in the seventy-niuth year of
hig age.

Dear Sir—It is now about three
months since I purchased of you a cow
and bull calf, since when I have given
ereat attention to them, in order to as-
certain their value as compared with the
common cattle ol the country, and have
come to the following conclusion:

I'he cow, considering her age (3 years)
and the food of which, at this season, she
is necessarily restricted, 1s a deep milk-
er; the most so of any animal in my pes-
session; a small consumer, and easily
kept fat,(surprisi: gly so,taking into view
the quantity of wilk yielded,) and is per-
fectly gentle and docile in her disposi-
tion.

The bull, without any extraordinary
keep, is much larger than calves of his
age, and 1n hisyform and appearance,
more resembles a grown steer than calves
of his age, (7 months.) He keeps very
fat upon a moderaté allowance, and
like the cow, is extremely docile. I feel
perfectly satisfied that the improved
short horns will keep in fine order upon
the same quantitly of foed, which, when
given to animals of three-fourths their

weight, will not be found sufficient to
produce the same effect. This I stafe

from actnal experiment, and consider
the observalion perfectly just, as applied
not only to my own animals, but to the
breed generally.

I purchased an hall bred 1mproved
Durham short horn bull, which I sold at
public yendue for one hundred dollars,
and I am happy to learn that he has had,
during the last season, near oue hundred
cows. His docility, his aptitude to fat-
ten upon little provender, are admirable.
I raised two of his calves, which when
four weeks old, were generally supposed
to be two months old, from their being
so remarkably fleshy and well grown,
although they had not received any thing
but the milk from their dams. Robert
Clemmens raised one from a cow that
would not weigh more than three hun-
‘dred pounds. He killed the calf at six
months old, the meat of which weighed
three hundred and thirty-four pounds,
for which he obtained ten cents per
pound. o |

There was a cow exhibited at the Pao-
li, by John Hare Powel; her calf was, .t
that time, one year and three days old,
and had been kept from her for one night,
and the next morning 1 milked from her
at least two gallons ol be:fluulul rich milk,
and owing to her not being accustomed
to being wilked, 1t wasuuppssmle to get
it all from her.

Laking this breed in every point of
view, 1 consider them better adapted
to the use of farmers than any other
breed [ am acquainted with. They ar-
rive at maturity earlys feed quick, are
cood milkers, and are exceedingly kind
and dociles they «have more weight 1n
the most impurtant points,viz: the stand-
ing ribs, the sirloin, the Tump, &c¢. and
Lave much less offal than cattien com-
mon. 1ake one of this breed.,and another
of the comizon kind, ol equal weights
slanghiter them and .s‘ull them at the dil
ferent prices the dillerent pieces com-
mand in the market, and it will be found
that the short horn will return considera-
“bly the most mouey, um'ely because Il

Dear Sir~-The two half blood heifers,
by the shoct horn bull Benton, whica
you stated had calved last July, produ-
ced through the course of last winter,
butter of a befter quality, than any [ ev-
er saw made in the month of May, and
it was always obtained in about ten min-
utes churning. One of these heifers
produced a calf the beginning of June;
the other (the three year old,) has suppli-
ed nine labouring men all spring with a
sufficiency of milk ‘and butter once a
day; which production exceeded that of a
fresh gelch cow of the common stock,
which 1 have selected with great care,
and proved to be as good a milker as the
neighbourhood could produce. I am sor-
ry that I cannot give you an account of
the preduction of butter from the import-
ed cow Moss Rose,in a given tume,as her
calf had got so old before the trial was
made, that it would not take to other
cows; but I do not hesitate to give it as
my opinion, fwelve or fifteen poundseof
butter of the finest quality, can be made
from her in one week, as she possesses
the power of secreting rich milk, ina
ereater degree than any animal I have
ever seen. | expect that this is ¢nough
to satisfy youn, that as milkers, the Dur-
ham Short Horns are not to be surpas-
sed. 'The bulls are docile and good
fceders.
