- Even from the moment we became par-
ties to the Union, notwithstanding the
guaranties of this interest by the consti-
tution, efforts have been made to render
unavailmg those guaranties; to make in-
roads upon the subject of them in vari-
ous modes, sometimes by open assaults,
sometimes by covertacts, equally injuri-
ous to the interests involved,as disgrace-
ful to the party inflicting the injury.
Throughout this period and to the pre-
sent moment, we have defended our-
selves by memorial, remonstrance, reso-
lutious, supplications, &c. All reflect-
ing men had foreseen that these might
serve the purposes of the times, because,
as God would have, for these times the
strength and courage were with us.—
Now the times are changed; the strength
has departed, and they would destroy
the interest that they might destroy the
moral principle which sustains it. ~The
spirit which animated these disturbers
of peace is of no ordinary kind. It is the
same as that which rallies under the ban-
ner of the cross and propagates religion
by the sword. It sticks at no measures,
IL weeps over no distress, but believes
all means justifiable, and holy, without
regacd to age or sex, and wars even with
the sleep of the cradle. This is the ve-
ry spirit of fanaticism. But the other
day,l sent you the resolution of the state
of Delaware, formerl y with us; now a-
gainst us.  Maryland losing her interest,
wiil soon follew her example. The re-
solution of Mr. King, prepusterous as it
15, 1s just as hkely to succeed as any oth-
er silly thing. Mr. King, certainly one
of the most able men i council that his
country has produced, proposes to buy
out our own interest with our pwn money.

4th Day—Monday, July 11.—~Captain
Wadsworth was excused from atten-
dance, on account of indisposition.

Lieutepant Platé corrected his testi-
mouy as a letter from Mr. Furnis, which
was more explicit as to time. This let-
ter which requested him to visit Ponce,
was dated the first of February, 1825.

He also produced a copy of the official

The Court was then closed, in order

that a proposition which one of the mem-
bers desired to make, should be consid-

ered;.and on the re-opening of the doors,

the Judge Advocate read a decision
which had been formed by the Court,
while in deliberation, by which the fur-
ther taking of notes for the purpose of
publication in the newspapers, was pro-
hibited. The reason assigned for this
prohibition was, that the publication of
the proceedings of Courts Martial, du-
ring their progress, was without prece-
dent; that it was considered improper,
because it enabled the witnesses, to
make themselves acquainted with the
testimony of those who had preceded
them; while, by a rule of the Court, the
witnesses to be examined were unilyrm-
ly excluded during the reading | the
testimony which had been previously
taken. This order having been commu-
nicated, together with an intimation that
o one but the Clerk employed by Com.
Porter could, in future, be allowed to
take notes of the proceeding, our Repor-

ler was, consequently, prevented from
continuing his reports.

As soon as the Judge Advocate had
announced the order, Mr. Jones, on the
part of Comwmodere Porter; expressed
not only his acquiescence in the prohibi-
tion, but the sansfaction which he felt

that the Court should have made this or-
der.

The Judge Advocate then proceeded
to call Lieut. Ritchie, who accompanied
Lieut. Platt on his landing at Foxardo,
in the first instance; as well as after-
ards, when Commodore Porter landed

his force on the island. His evidence
went to confirm,in all its most particular

points, the testunony of Platt. He de-
posed to the landing in the dresses of
citizens, to the original civility of the

Alcalde and the Captain of the port, to
the subsequent change in their deport-
ment, to the menaces of Imprisonment
which were thrown out, to the insulting
language with which they were accost-
ed, the actual imprisonment for a short
time of Lieut. Platt and himself, to the
sending on board for commissions and
uniforms, to the interference of some of
the better class of inhabitants, to the in-
terference of Mr.Campas to induce Lieut.
Platt to go to a village about 20 miies
distaut, to seek for the goods stolen, and
to the ultimate release of Lieut, Platt
and himself. He aisogave evidence on
the subject of the second visit to Foxar-
do, when the Grampus,bearing the Com.
modore’s pendant, and the Beagle, botn
cleared for action, sailed inte the port
of Foxardo; of the landing, forming on
the beach, marching to the town,spiking
the guns, of the return of Lieut Stribling
from the town with the authorities, of
the interview between them and Com,
Porter, of the demand of au apology,
and of the apology itself; of the invitation
to the town, of the return to the beach,
the refreshment there, &c.

The examination of Lieut. Ritchie
continued until about 2 o’clock, when

the Court took a recess of a few minutes,
and Lieut. Barton was then called and
examined until the Court was adjourned.
