Thick Skulls.—The following extract

from Dr. Crichton’s Inquiry into mental
derangement, proves that the reproach
1S anatomically correct when applied to
lthnse who labor under a defect of intel-
eCtim—

“It is very remarkable that the skulls
of the greater number of such patients
are commonly very thick; nay, some have
been found of a most extraordinary de-
gree of thickness. Among two hundred
and sixteen patients of this description,
whose bodies were inspected after death,
there were found 167 whose skulls were
unusually thick, and only 89 thin ones;
among the last number there was one
which was much thicker dn the right side
than on the left. But in particular, it
was observed that ameng 100 raving
madmen, 78 had very thick skulls and
<5 very thin ones; among which skulls
there was one quite soft. Among 206
epileptic raving madmen, there were
nineteen found with very thick skulls,
and four very thin. Among 16 epileptic
idiots, there were 14, and among 20 ep-
ileptic patients 16, who had very thick
skulls; among whom there was one dis-
covered, one side of whose skull was
thick, and the other thin., Among 24
melancholy patients, there were 18 with
very thin skulis; and lastly among 30
idiots 22 with very thick, 6 with very
thin skulls. All the others had skulls of
a natural thickness.”
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Pruning Apple Trees—~1 beg leave
through the medium of your paper, to of-
fer a few hints to my brother farmers on
the importance of pruning their fruit
trees. It has been more neglected here,
than in any section of the United States
which I have visited. The fruit that
grows in the shade where the sun does
not come, nor the air cireulate freely, is
vapid and tasteless, and it must be obvi-
ous ‘0 every one, that the cider made
from such apples is not so rich and good
as that made from fruit that has had the
benefit of the sun and air while growing.
Pruning trees, if done properly, makes
them healthy and longlived. Great care
should be taken to cut off the dead limbs,
and those that cross others, close; and
in such manner as to leave the wood
smooth, that there may be no place for
the water to settle and make it rot. If
it 18 found necessary to cut large limbs,
a composition made of rosin, bees-wax
and tallow, of equal parts simmered to-

ether, 1s very good to put on the wound.
t would be well to take a small shar
hoe, and carefully scrape the rough barﬁ
from the:trunk of the tree and the limbs,
as far as you can reach, and cut up all
sprouts around the trees. It is consid-
ered of so much importance in France,
to remove the sprouts around the trees,
that a French geutleman informed me
that if any man was 8o slack, as not to
attend to it, the people would not trast
himglor 1 dollar, Young trees should be
washed with soapsuds. 'l'ake a brush,
such as is used to whitewash, or a mop
made of woollen rags on a stick, dip it n
soapsuds, and rub the trees with it.—
About the middle of Juue, take a knife
and slit the bark ¢3 th@ north side care-
fully down, not so as to peunetrate into
the wood; but on no account whitewash
the young trees; it dries and contracts
the bark, and is injurious to the trees.

The following is
very simple, and unattended with %any
of the inconvenience attending the old
method. It 18 much more durable, and
Is susceptible of as high a polish.

After the barrel is finished, rub it over
with-aquafortis, or spirit of salt, diluted
with water. 'Then lay it by for a week,
tll a complete coat of rust 18 formed.—
A little oil is then to be applied, and af-
ter rubbiog the surface dry, polish it with
a hard brush and a little bees’ wax.
