The Judge  Advocate then called on
Com.

To this demand, the counsel of Com.
Porter put in a written veply, declining
to produce such correspondence.

ﬁis reasons for this refusal, were in
purport as lollows: the correspondence
between Com. Porter and Mr. Monroe,
was private and uveoflicial; and it was
asked, by what inquisitorial power could
private correspoudence be called for?
By what authority could correspoudence
ol tbis character be wade the subject of
criminal charges? How could unpublish-
ed letters be made the subject of accu-
sation! It was contended that the J.
Advocate was bound to specify for what
purpose he required the production of
this correspondence, and to show its

relevancy to the matter of the charge.

It would be necessary to do this, and
it would be still further necessary that

he should produce from Mr. Monroe, his
consent for the giving publicity to the
part which he possessed of a correspon-
dence, which was guarded by ail the sa-

| ered forms of a confidential correspon-

deunce, before the Judge Advocate could
call upon Com. Porter to decide upon the
propriety of giving up to the court, that
part ol the correspondence which was
in his possession.

The Judge Advocate then putin a de-
mand en the Court for authority to take
the depositioft of Mr. Monioe, on the
subject of this correspondence.

‘The Court was cleared for delibera-
tion; and on the doors being re-opened,
its decision was announced, by which,
authority was gwen to the Judge Advo-
cate to take the deposition of M¢.
