DIGESTION.

What Kind of MEATS are most diges-
tivle—ZIilustrated by Sir Astley Coop
ar’s Lxperiments.

Exp. 1.—Four dogs were severally
made to swallow two parts, long and
narrow, of pork, mutton, veal and beef.
On killing them an hour afterwards, the
pork had lost ten parts, the mutton nine,
vea! four, and the beef none. |

Exp. 2.~Four dogs were made se-
verally to swallow the same portions of
the same meats, and were Killed in two
hours. The mutton had lost 46 parts,
the beefdd, the veal, 51, and the pork
20.

Exp. 3.~Four dogs had the same
quautities, and were killed in three hours.
Thie pork bad lost 93, the mutton 87, the
beef 37, and the veal 46.

Exp. 4—~Four dogs had the same

nantities, and were killed in four hiours,
The pak was wholly digested, the mut-
ton had lost 94, the beel 75 and the veal
69.

Exp. 5.~Four dogs were severally
made to swallow two parts, long and
narrow, of beef, rabbit, cod-fish, and
cheese. They were killed in two bours,
when it was also found that the beef had
lost none, the ralbit none, the cod-fish
74, and the cheese 20.

Exp. 60~5Six dogs were severally
made to swallow 100 parts of muscle,
skin, gristle, sinew, bone, and fat.—

They were killed 1n 4 hours, and 1t was

found that the fat was all digested; the
wuscle had lost 30; the skin 22, the gris-
tle, 21; the sinews 6; and the bone 5.
In ancther experiment, the whole of the
bone was digested in 6 hours. |

These experiments, performed by $ir
Astley Cooper, show that the stomach
of a dog can more easily digest pork and
fish than any other meats; and we see
no experunent nor hypothetical reason
why it sheuld not be the same with the
human stemach, and that of all carnive-
rous animals, Until similar and equal-
ly eflicacious experimeunts be performed
ﬁ{:un the human stomach, we cannot dis-
pate this. Would 1t not be proper, for
the yeneral benelit of wankind, to try
such experimments on Criminais executed
for murder?
