creasing:— Lherefore,

Kesolved, 1st, That in the opinion of

GREECE.—Wﬁh regard to the in-

telligence from the Morea, the accounts
are as usual, contradictory. A letter da-
ted Smyrna, July 11th, states that a bat-
tle had taken place on the 3rd of June,
in which 1700 Greeks were cut to pieces
and that Tripolizza had been taken by
Ibrahim Pacha. This account has been
published before in the German papers,
and letters received of a subsequent date
make no mention of this fact. On the
contrary, letters received from Constan-
tinople in London, dated June 28th, pos-
itively announce the defeat of Ibrahim
Pacha by General Cslocetroni, and that
the Turks were repulsed with great loss
in an attack which they made on Misso-
longhi on the 17th of June; and we learn
from the same authority, that official ac-
counts had been received of the raising
of tbe siege. That English confidence in
the success of the Patriot cause, still con-
tinues unabated, is evident from the new
loan which they have made to the Greek
government. It may perhaps be matter
of curiesity to our readers to learn the
nature of the oath taken by Colocotroni
before he was invested with the supreme
command. |

“We swear before God and man, to
contribute by all means in our power, to
the independence of the nation, or to die
free with our arms in our hands; sub-
mitting loyally to the laws of our coun-
try as established by the two legislative
assemblies of 1822 and 18283.

DEPARTURE OF LA FAYETTE.

The following is the valedictory ad-
dress of President Adams to Gen. La-

tayette,on his departure for France from
Washington City, Sept. 7th, 1825 :

Genoran  Laraverre: [t has been
the gbad fortune of many of my distin-
guished fellow-citizens,during the course
of the year now elapsed, upon your ar-
rival at their respective places of abode,
to greet you with the welcome of the
Nation. The less p'easing task now de-
volves upon me, of bidding you, n the
name of the Nation, Adieu.

It were no longer seasonable, and
would be superfluous, to recapitulate the
remarkable incidents of your early life;
incidents which associate your name,
fortunes, and reputation, in ruperishable
connection with the Independence and
History of the North American Union.

The part which you performed at that
important junction, was marked with
characters so peculiar, that, realizing the
fairest fable of antiquity, its parallel
could scarcely be found in the authen'ie
records of human history,

You deliberately and perseveringly

preferred totl, danger, the endurance of

every hardship, and the privation of eve-
ry comfort, in defence of a holy

to inglorious ease, and the ailurements of
rank, affluence, and unrestrained youth,
at the most splendid and [fascinating
Court of Europe.

That this choice was not less wise
than magnanimous, the sanction of haita
century, and the gratulatious of unnum-
bered voices, all unable to express the
gratitude of the heart with which your
visit to this hemisp ere has been welcom-
ed, afford ample demonstration.

When the contest of freedom, to which
you had repawved as a voluntary cham-
pion, had closed, by the complete tri-
umph of her cause in this country of
your adoption, you returncd to tullil the
duties of the philanthropist and patriot
in the land of your pativity. There, 1n
4 consistent and undeviating career of
forty years, you havemaintained, through
every vicissitude of alternate success
and disappointment, the same glorious
cause to which the first years of your ac-
tive lile had beep devoted—the 1mprove -
ment of the moral and political condition
of man.
